The Jharkhand Mukti Morcha (JMM) today launched a sharp attack on its
INDIA bloc allies, Congress and RID for failing to clinch a poll pact for the
Bihar Assembly Elections. The party accused them of keeping the party
bewildered over seat-sharing arrangements and forcing it to withdraw from
the contest.

Reacting to the development, Congress leader Rakesh Sinha said the
JMM deserved to get seats for the upcoming polls, but Congress should not
be blamed for it.

CORE INDUSTRIES DATA

India’s infrastructure output, as measured by the combined Index
of Eight Core Industries (ICI), has increased by 3 per cent in
September this year compared to the same period year ago. The final
growth rate for August this year was revised upward at 6.5 per cent.
Four of India’s core sectors including of steel, cement, electricity and
fertilizers recorded positive growth during the last month, according to



the provisional data released by the Ministry of Commerce and Industry
today.

Steel production witnessed a robust growth of 14.1 per cent,
Cement production increased by 5.3 per cent, Electricity generation was
up by 2.1 per cent and Fertilizer production gained 1.6 per cent.

Conversely, Natural gas dipped by 3.8 per cent, Petroleum
Refinery Products decreased 3.7 per cent, Crude Oil production fell by
1.3 per cent and Coal production fell 1.2 per cent. The cumulative
growth rate of ICI during April to September period is 2.9 per cent
provisionally as compared to the corresponding period of last year.

Room set up at Rail Bhawan in New Delhi. During his visit, Mr Vaishnaw
reviewed the staus of special trains being run during the ingoing festive
season from the war room. He also issued instructions to the Railway
officials to ensure that passengers do not face inconvenience in reaching
their respective destinations.

During the ongoing festive season, Indian Railways has made
extensive arrangements to handle the rise in passenger demand. To ensure
smooth travel during Diwali and Chhath Puja, the Railways is operating
over 12 thousand special trains.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued an orange
colour alert for Tamil Nadu today.

to very heavy rainfall in Puducherry and Karaikal. IMD has said that the
conditions of heavy rainfall are likely to prevail over parts of Andhra
Pradesh, Karnataka, Kerala, Mahe, Lakshadweep and Andaman and
Nicobar Islands. The Met Department has also predicted thunderstorms
accompanied by lightning and gusty winds over Odisha, Telangana, Interior
Karnataka, Kerala, Lakshadweep and Andaman and Nicobar Islands.
According to IMD, squally weather conditions is likely to prevail over
Southeast, adjoining Southwest and East central Arabian Sea,
Lakshadweep, along and off Karnataka, Kerala and adjoining South Tamil
Nadu coasts today.
