PAK-AFGH CLASHES

The Afghan Taliban claimed responsibility for deadly cross-border attacks that
killed 58 Pakistani troops, calling the action retaliation for an alleged Pakistani airstrike

on a civilian market in Paktika province.

Taliban spokesman Zabihullah Mujahid said the strikes targeted multiple border
locations and also left 30 Pakistani personnel wounded. Nine Taliban fighters were

killed, and around 18 others injured.

Tensions spiked last week after blasts in Kabul and Pakistan’s alleged bombing
inside Afghan territory. Pakistan accuses Afghanistan of harboring Tehrik-i-Taliban

Pakistan militants, a charge the Taliban denies.

Both nations reportedly used artillery and small arms in the Kunar-Kurram
region. Key border crossings at Torkham and Chaman are now shut, stranding

hundreds of trucks.

Regional players including Saudi Arabia and Qatar have urged both countries to

exercise restraint and resolve tensions through dialogue.

INDIA-AUSTRALIA EXERCISE

The fourth edition of India-Australia joint military Exercise AUSTRAHIND 2025
will begin in Perth, Australia, tomorrow. In a statement, the Defence Ministry said that
an Indian Army contingent comprising 120 personnel departed yesterday to participate
in the annual exercise that will conclude on 26th of this month.

EU TRAVELLING POLICY

Starting today, travellers from non-EU countries, including India, must comply
with the European Union’s new Entry/Exit System (EES). The system requires
fingerprinting, facial scans, and passport scans upon entry into Schengen Zone
countries, including Iceland, Norway, Switzerland, and Liechtenstein. Ireland and
Cyprus are exempt.

The EES aims to tighten security and replace manual passport stamping with
digital records. At UK departure points like Dover, Eurotunnel at Folkestone and
Eurostar, checks will occur before travellers leave the UK. The system is being phased
in gradually.

DUBAI-CLIMATE CHANGE - IUCN

Climate change has emerged as the single greatest threat to the world’s natural
World Heritage sites, affecting nearly half of them, according to the IUCN World
Heritage Outlook 4 released at the IUCN Congress in Abu Dhabi. Tes he report warns

that 43% of natural sites now face severe climate-related risks, surpassing all other
pressures, while invasive alien species impact 30% of sites. The number of sites
affected by wildlife and plant diseases has also increased sharply, rising from 2% in
2020 to 9% in 2025.

The Outlook, based on a decade of global assessments since 2014, provides the
most comprehensive analysis of the state of natural World Heritage sites to date. It
reveals a continuing decline in their conservation status, with the proportion of sites



showing a positive outlook falling from 62% in 2020 to 57% this year. Areas recognised
for their biodiversity are among those most at risk.

“Protecting World Heritage is not just about safeguarding iconic places , it is
about protecting the foundations of life, culture, and identity,” said Dr. Grethel Aguilar,
IUCN Director General. “The findings show that threats are rising, and stronger
collective action is needed to ensure these irreplaceable treasures endure for future
generations.”

The report calls for urgent investment in climate adaptation, stronger
governance, and greater recognition of Indigenous Peoples’ leadership in conservation
efforts to build resilience across the world’s natural heritage landscapes.<>
