SRI LANKAN PM - INDIA

Sri Lankan Prime Minister Harini Amarasuriya will arrive in India today

INDIA-BRAZIL

He said, the
Brazil-India defence industry dialogue, scheduled to take place in the city
of Santos between 24th and 28th of next month will be another
opportunity to consolidate and expand this exchange, approaching or



putting the industry bases in the area of defence together and promoting
partnerships in research, maintenance and co-production.

Mr Filho said, countries share essential values such as respect for
democracy, commitment to multilateralism.
