The duo stitched together a 
valuable stand in Australia's pursuit of 245 marking the highest target chase 
against England in World Cups. The previous highest was 239 runs chased by 
Sri Lanka at Brabourne in 2013.

 Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu has invited global 
industry leaders to attend the upcoming CII Partnership Summit in 
Visakhapatnam on November 14 and 15, presenting the state as a key 
investment destination with abundant opportunities and industry-friendly 
policies.
