A high-level delegation from Saudi Arabia, led by the Vice Minister of
Industry and Mineral Resources, Khalil ibn Salamah, met with the Union
Textiles Secretary in New Delhi today to discuss ways to further strengthen
bilateral cooperation in the textile sector. The meeting marked a significant
step toward deepening trade and investment ties between the two
countries, reflecting their shared commitment to expanding collaboration in
key economic areas. In a statement, the Ministry of Commerce and

GST REFORMS- TELAGANA (FOR.MOR. 15.102025)

The GST Bachat Utsav, announced by Prime Minister Narendra Modi and
commencing on the 22nd of last month, is benefiting the country as a
whole. Today, our correspondent brings a report on the GST reforms that
are set to empower various industries in Telagana. A report:

VC-SHIVANG

Telangana is one of India’s leading pharmaceutical manufacturing
hubs. The new GST reforms hold special significance for the

state’s pharmaceutical manufacturing sector. Under GST 2.0, 30

cancer drugs will now attract 0 per cent tax instead of 12 percent
improving accessibility for consumers. Similarly, GST on all drugs

and _medicines for personal use has been reduced to 5 per cent
from 12 per cent. The reduction will make healthcare more
affordable and accessible while boosting the growth and
innovation of Telangana’s pharmaceutical and life sciences
industry. Meanwhile, the GST on food products including, paneer,
cheena, ultra-high temperature milk and Indian breads will now
attract zero percent tax. Other items such as butter, ghee, dry
fruits, pickles, namkeen, will now be under the 5 percent tax

category which previously was the part of 12 percent tax slab.




These rate cuts will reduce shelf prices by 6 to 7 percent, making

processed foods more affordable across rural and semi-urban
markets.

REV. NT. RAJASTHAN-ACCIDENT

A tragic road accident occurred near Jaisalmer in Rajasthan this
evening when an AC sleeper bus caught fire, leaving several passengers
dead and several others injured. The incident took place around 3:30 pm
on the Jaisalmer-Jodhpur highway. Reportedly 19 passengers were charred
to death inside the bus, while one person succumbed to burn injuries
during treatment. Pokaran MLA Pratappuri confirmed to the media that 20
people have died in the incident, which is believed to have been caused by
a short circuit.

Over 50 people were on board at the time of the accident. 15
passengers have been injured, many of whom have suffered severe burns
of up to 70 percent. The injured have been admitted to Mahatma Gandhi
Hospital in Jodhpur for treatment. Officials said that the bodies of the
victims were badly burnt and their identities will be confirmed through DNA
testing. Jaisalmer District Collector Pratap Singh has appealed to the
families of missing passengers to contact the district administration.

Chief Minister Bhajan Lal Sharma visited the accident site late this
evening and later met the injured at the Jodhpur hospital. He directed
officials to ensure proper medical care for all the victims.

President Droupadi Murmu expressed her grief on X in Hindi "The
news of the deaths of several people due to a fire in a bus in Jaisalmer,
Rajasthan, is extremely heartbreaking. I express my deepest condolences
to the bereaved families and pray for the speedy recovery of the injured".

Prime Minister Narendra Modi expressed deep sorrow over the
tragedy and wished a speedy recovery to the injured. The Central
Government has announced an ex-gratia of X2 lakh each for the next of kin
of the deceased and 50,000 each for those injured.
