BIHAR ELECTIONS

In Bihar, after the end of the deadline for withdrawal of nhominations for the
first phase of the Assembly elections, a total of 1,314 candidates remain in
the fray for 121 assembly constituencies. In this phase, 61 candidates
withdrew their nominations. A total of 1,690 candidates had filed nomination
papers across 18 districts, out of which 1,375 were found valid. Polling for the
first phase will be held on the 6th of next month. Meanwhile, the nomination
filing deadline has now ended for the second and final phase of the Assembly
elections, which covers 122 constituencies in 20 districts. The scrutiny of
nomination papers will take place today, and candidates can withdraw their
nominations by 23rd October.

TRUMP-CHINA TARIFF

US President Donald Trump has issued a strong warning to China,
threatening to impose tariffs of up to 155 per cent starting the 1st of next
month if a new trade deal is not reached. Speaking at the White House during
a meeting with Australian Prime Minister Anthony Albanese, President Trump
said China is already paying tariffs of 55 per cent on its exports to the US, and
that the rate could rise sharply unless an agreement is finalized.

President Trump stated that while trade tensions remain, China has
been very respectful of the US and is paying tremendous amounts of money.
China’s paying 55 per cent and a potential 155 per cent come 1st November,
unless they make a deal, he added.

The US President confirmed he will meet Chinese President Xi Jinping in
South Korea and expressed hope for a fair and mutually beneficial outcome.

Earlier, in a post on Truth Social, Trump announced an additional 100
per cent tariff on Chinese goods, effective the 1st of next month, on top of
existing duties. He also revealed that export controls will be placed on all
critical software starting the same day.

US ILLEGAL IMMIGRANTS

US Homeland Security Secretary Kristi Noem has said that more than
4.8 lakh undocumented illegal immigrants have been arrested nationwide
since President Donald Trump took office in January. 70% of those
individuals have criminal charges against them or have been convicted of
those criminal charges, Noem said at a news conference in Florida.The
announcement highlights the Trump administration’s intensified focus on
immigration enforcement during its second term, particularly targeting
undocumented immigrants with criminal records. Last month, the
department announced that 2 million illegal immigrants have left the US since
January 20. According to a statement, the total includes around 1.6 million
voluntary self-deportations and over 4 lakh formal deportations in less than
250 days.
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US-AUSTRALIA DEAL

United States and Australia have signed landmark agreements worth
8.5 billion US dollars, focused on critical minerals and defence cooperation.
The deals were formalized at the White House during a high-level meeting
between US President Donald Trump and Australian Prime Minister Anthony
Albanese. The agreements follow months of negotiations and are aimed at
enhancing supply-chain security, energy independence, and military
collaboration between the two allies. President Trump said the critical
minerals agreement had been in the works for four to five months. A
factsheet released by the White House described the Critical Minerals
Framework as a 'model for supply-chain cooperation globally.' According to
the document, the two governments will jointly invest over 3 billion US dollars
into critical minerals projects, which together have an estimated recoverable
value of 53 billion dollars. Prime Minister Albanese said 8.5 billion US dollar is
in the pipeline, with 1 billion dollars in joint investment from both sides
committed over the next six months for projects ready to launch. The move
comes in response to China’s new restrictions on the export of magnets made
with rare earth materials.
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
