The minister stated that the deep 
depression over the southeast Bay of Bengal has been moving in a west-
northwest direction at a speed of about 6 kilometres per hour during the 
past six hours.It is likely to further intensify into a severe cyclonic storm 
and cross the Andhra Pradesh coast between Machilipatnam and 
Kalingapatnam around Kakinada during the evening/night of October 
28.Fishermen have already returned from the sea, and fishing activities 
have been banned from tomorrow to October 31. Collectors have been 
instructed to ensure the complete evacuation of people from vulnerable 
areas to cyclone and flood shelters, as well as to school buildings and 
community centres by 5 p.m. tomorrow.
