The seat-sharing deadlock among the constituent parties of NDA
alliance, and the Grand Alliance for the Bihar Assembly elections still continue.
Within the NDA, uncertainty remains over how many seats each constituent
party will contest, following the Lok Janshakti Party (Ram Vilas) demand for a
respectable share of seats. Senior BJP leaders have held several rounds of
meetings with LJP (Ram Vilas) National President and Union Minister Chirag
Paswan. BJP’s Bihar election in-charge and Union Minister Dharmendra
Pradhan, along with senior party leaders, discussed seat-sharing
arrangements and tried to end the logjam with Mr. Paswan in New Delhi.

Talking to media in Patna, Chirag Paswan said that no final decision has
been taken yet on the seat-sharing arrangements. He said, talks with the BIP
are still in the early stage. Amid the uncertainty within the NDA over seat
distribution, the BJP’s Election Committee meeting is being held today in
Patna. The meeting is being chaired by party election in-charge Dharmendra
Pradhan, with State President Dr. Dilip Jaiswal, Bihar affairs in-charge Vinod
Tawde, and other senior leaders.

On the other hand, within the Grand Alliance led by the Congress and
the Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD), no consensus was built on seat sharing. A
crucial meeting of the Grand Alliance’s Election Coordination Committee was
held yesterday in Patna to discuss the issue. After the meeting, CPI General
Secretary D. Raja said that a final decision on seat-sharing among alliance
partners would be taken soon. Congress said that separate discussions have
been held among alliance constituents. Bihar Pradesh Congress Committee
President Rajesh Ram said that the Congress has deliberated on the potential



seats it may contest and that a final decision will be made by the party’s
Central Election Committee. A key meeting of the Congress Election
Committee on this matter is scheduled to take place in New Delhi today. An
important key constituent the CPI (ML) has also demanded a respectable
share of seats within the Grand Alliance. The Bihar Assembly elections will be
held in two phases on 6th and 11th November. The nomination process for
the first phase, covering 121 Assembly constituencies, will begin on October
10.
