JAPAN-FIRST FEMALE PM

The Japanese Parliament has elected Takaichi Sanae as Japan’s first
female prime minister, marking a historic milestone. Leader of the Liberal
Democratic Party (LDP), Takaichi will form a new coalition government with
the Japan Innovation Party (JIP), following the LDP’s split from longtime ally
Komeito. She will formally take office this evening after being appointed by
the Emperor, followed by her first press conference.

Takaichi received 125 votes in the Upper House, just one vote above
the simple majority necessary for victory. Earlier, she secured 237 votes in
the Lower House, exceeding the required majority of 233.

Takaichi has assembled a Cabinet featuring key rivals, signaling unity.
Koizumi Shinjiro will serve as defense minister, Hayashi Yoshimasa as
internal affairs and communications minister, Motegi Toshimitsu as foreign
minister, and Katayama Satsuki as finance minister. The new LDP-JIP
coalition will focus on economic reform, national security, energy, and foreign
policy.

The Election Commission has directed political parties and candidates
to obtain pre-certification from the Media Certification and Monitoring
Committee (MCMC) for all print advertisements to be published on the
pre-poll day and poll day during the Bihar Assembly elections. The
Commission said that the decision has been taken to ensure a fair campaign
environment. For Bihar, the restricted days are 5th and 6th November for
phase -1, and 10th and 11th November for Phase 2. It said, the applicants
seeking pre-certification for political advertisements in print media must
submit their application to the MCMC at the State and District level at least
two days before the proposed date of advertisement. The commission said,
to facilitate timely pre-certification, MCMC have been activated to examine
and pre-certify such advertisements, and ensure decisions are made
expeditiously. The Bihar Assembly elections will be conducted in two phases,
on the 6th and 11th of November.

TRUMP-CHINA TARIFF

US President Donald Trump has issued a strong warning to China,
threatening to impose tariffs of up to 155 per cent starting the 1st of next
month if a new trade deal is not reached. Speaking at the White House during
a meeting with Australian Prime Minister Anthony Albanese, President Trump
said China is already paying tariffs of 55 per cent on its exports to the US, and
that the rate could rise sharply unless an agreement is finalized.

President Trump stated that while trade tensions remain, China has
been very respectful of the US and is paying tremendous amounts of money.
China’s paying 55 per cent and a potential 155 per cent come 1st November,
unless they make a deal, he added.

The US President confirmed he will meet Chinese President Xi Jinping in
South Korea and expressed hope for a fair and mutually beneficial outcome.

Earlier, in a post on Truth Social, Trump announced an additional 100
per cent tariff on Chinese goods, effective the 1st of next month, on top of
existing duties. He also revealed that export controls will be placed on all
critical software starting the same day.
