In Manipur, security forces arrested at least five cadres of different militant
groups yesterday. One active cadre belonging to the proscribed RPF/PLA
and two cadres of the proscribed outfit UPPK were arrested from Imphal
East district while one cadre of KCP-City Meitei faction and one cadre of
NRFM were arrested from Imphal west district, police said. Security forces
recovered arms and ammunition including one pistol, and other



incriminating items from Imphal east district.

India-European Free Trade Association (EFTA) Trade and Economic
Partnership Agreement (TEPA) will come into effect today. In a statement,
Ministry of Commerce and Industry said that the agreement was signed on
10th of March last year in New Delhi. EFTA is an important regional group,
with several growing opportunities for enhancing international trade in
goods and services. EFTA countries are Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway,
and Switzerland and among them Switzerland is the largest trading partner
of India followed by Norway. Trade and Economic Partnership Agreement
is @ modern and ambitious agreement that incorporates, for the first time
in any Free Trade Agreement (FTA) signed by India a commitment linked
to investment and job creation.

The death toll from a magnitude 6.9 earthquake in the central Philippines
has risen to 31, local media reported, citing reports from the Cebu
provincial information office. The report from DZMM radio came as
rescuers searched for casualties in the province after last night's quake
damaged buildings and roads and knocked out power in parts of the
region.
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US GOVERNMENT SHUTDOWN

The United States government has officially shut down today for the first
time in nearly seven years. The shutdown comes after Republicans and
Democrats in Congress failed to reach an agreement on a spending bill.
The Democrats refused to support a Republican funding package unless
they won a series of concessions centred on health care.

The shutdown, which started at midnight local time, will temporarily
halt some US government services and put the salaries of hundreds of
thousands of government employees on hold. President Donald Trump has
threatened to use the funding lapse to implement mass layoffs of
government workers.



The White House's official website displayed a banner that reads
Democrats Have Shut Down the Government. The main disagreement was
over health care spending, including continued funding for the Affordable
Care Act, also known as Obamacare. The US is the only country that
regularly experiences government shutdowns due to lapsed funding bills.
