ADLURI: State Tribal Minister Adluri Laxman criticised BRS leader and former
minister Harish Rao over his recent remarks concerning cabinet proceedings.
Speaking to the media at Party Headquarters in Gandhi Bhavan at Nampally today,
Laxman questioned the credibility of Harish Rao’s allegations and demanded an
unconditional apology for his statements. The minister stated spreading rumours
and making misleading statements about cabinet affairs amounts to crime. Laxman
also criticised the BRS leadership, accusing them of making inappropriate
comments on cabinet decisions. It may be recalled that Harish Rao alleged that
there was utter chaos in the State Cabinet as it is divided into two camps going at
one another.

WEATHER: A low-pressure area that formed over the South Andaman Sea and

adjoining Southeast Bay of Bengal has intensified into a deep depression according
to Hyderabad Meteorological Centre. According to MET centre, light to moderate
rains are likely to occur at isolated places across several districts of Telangana
today and tomorrow. Most districts are expected to experience light to moderate

rainfall during this period. Heavy rains are also likely at isolated places in a few



districts, while thunderstorms accompanied by gusty winds are expected in some
parts of the State over next three days, the MET office said.

CM-MAOISTS: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy has appealed to Maoists to abandon

violence and join mainstream of public life. Speaking as the chief guest at Police
Commemoration Day programme held at Goshamahal today, the Chief Minister said
Maoist activities were once widespread in Telangana, but peace has now prevailed
due to relentless efforts of police department. He noted that several key Maoist leaders
surrendered and called upon others to follow the suit and become partners in the
nation's development. He lauded selfless service and sacrifices of the Telangana
police force which stands as a role model for the country. He recalled this year, 191
police personnel across the country, including six from Telangana, laid down their
lives in the line of duty. He announced an ex-gratia of 1 crore rupees to constable
Pramod who was killed by a criminal in Nizambad. The deceased constable family
will get his salary till retirement age, grant a government job to a family member and

TGHRC: Telangana Human Rights Commission (TGHRC) today directed
Telangana Director-General of Police Shivadhar Reddy to submit a detailed factual
report on the circumstances leading to encounter which killed a alleged notorious
criminal Sheikh Riaz in Nizamabad district yesterday. It also sought the status of
any magisterial or judicial inquiry and compliance with the Supreme Court and
NHRC guidelines on encounter deaths, along with copies of the FIR and post-
mortem report, by November 24. The Commission issued these directions while
taking suo-motu cognizance based on a report published in an online vernacular
newspaper on the encounter death of Riaz. PN 9

HARISH: Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) MLA T Harish Rao accused the
Telangana government of neglecting Basti Dawakhanas in the State.

EYE: The government-run Sarojini Devi Eye Hospital in Hyderabad has treated 54
patients with eye injuries caused by firecrackers. Hospital Superintendent Modini
Pandharpurkar said nearly 80% of all cases were linked to specific firecrackers,
which continue to cause the most serious ocular injuries during the festival. She
said in the last three days a total of 54 people coming to the hospital with eye
injuries. Out of these, 23 cases are of a serious nature where vision has been
affected. Meanwhile, the Telangana State Disaster Response and Fire Services
Department received 44 fire calls across the State on Deepavali day, including 18
within the limits of the Greater Hyderabad Municipal Corporation (GHMC).
Officials from the Fire Control Room said a total, 38 were categorised as small
fires, three as medium, and one as serious, an official from the fire control room
confirmed.
