RAIJNATH ADMM-PLUS

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh will attend the 12th ASEAN Defence
Ministers’ Meeting - Plus (ADMM-Plus) in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia on the 1st
of November. Mr Singh will address the forum on 'Reflection on 15 years of
ADMM-Plus and Charting the Way Forward’. During his two-day visit, the



Defence Minister is also expected to hold bilateral meetings with his
counterparts from the participating ADMM-Plus nations as well as the
senior leadership from Malaysia. ADMM-Plus is held annually to bolster the
defence cooperation among ASEAN and plus countries.

The Defence Ministry, in a statement informed that under the
construct of ADMM-Plus, India is the co-chair of Experts Working Group on
Counter Terrorism with Malaysia for the cycle 2024-2027. On the sidelines,
the second edition of ASEAN-India Defence Ministers’ Informal Meeting,
under the chairmanship of Malaysia, will be held on the 31st of this month.
The meeting will witness participation of Defence Ministers from all ASEAN
member countries. It aims to further strengthen defence and security
cooperation among ASEAN member states and India and advance the ‘Act
East Policy’. ADMM-Plus is a platform for ASEAN member states and its
eight Dialogue Partners to strengthen security and defence cooperation.

ANDHRA PRADESH - CYCLONE

Cyclone Montha made landfall on Andhra Pradesh coast near
Kakinada around midnight last night, bringing heavy rain, strong winds,
and flooding across coastal districts. IMD said the cyclone is now
weakening as it moves northwest. More from our correspondent:

Cyclone Montha caused major damage in Srikakulam,
Vizianagaram, Visakhapatnam, Anakapalle, Nellore, Konaseema,
and Kakinada districts. One person died in Konaseema after a tree
fell in the stronqg winds. More than 38,000 hectares of crops and
1.38 lakh hectares of horticulture fields were destroyed. Roads,
power lines, and beach roads were badly affected.

Over 76,000 people were moved to safe shelters. The
government set up more than 3,000 relief centres and 200
medical camps. 11 NDRF and 12 SDRF teams were on the ground
for rescue and repair works. Control rooms in 54 divisions are
monitoring the situation round the clock.

Chief Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu is supervising relief

operations through the Real-Time Governance Society. The




government sent over 3.6 crore alert messages and arranged
food, water, and medical help for evacuees. The IMD has warned
of more heavy rain and urged people in low-lying areas to stay

REV. CYCLONE MONTHA

Severe cyclonic storm Montha crossed the Andhra Pradesh and
Yanam coasts between Machilipatnam and Kalingapatnam last night,
clocking wind speed of 90 to 100 kilometres per hour. India Meteorological
Department (IMD) said, Montha has weakens after making landfall. The
storm triggered very heavy rainfall Andhra Pradesh, which has damaged 43
thousand hectares of crops in the state.

Odisha Chief Minister Mohan Charan Majhi said Odisha escaped
major damage from Montha, bringing relief to the state even as
precautionary measures remained in force. Mr Majhi, who reviewed the
post-landfall situation at the State Disaster Management Authority (SDMA)
control room, said there were only reports of minor landslides and
uprooting of trees in some areas.

National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) has deployed 26 teams in
light of the storm, with 12 of them in Andhra Pradesh, six in Odisha and
three in northern Tamil Nadu. It also deployed personnel in Chhattisgarh
and Telangana.

Union Health Ministry reviewed preparedness measures for Cyclone
Montha with senior officials of the eastern coastal States, including Andhra
Pradesh, Odisha and Tamil Nadu. The Ministry has extended full support to
the States, assuring all necessary assistance for an effective emergency
medical response.

TELANGANA RAINS



In Telangana, heavy rain lashed several districts including Hyderabad
under the influence of Montha. Nagarkurnool and Nalgonda districts are
experiencing very heavy rainfall since yesterday. Nagarkurnool recorded
the highest of 167.3 mm of rainfall till 5 this morning, while Nalgonda
recorded 131.3 mm of rainfall. Wanaparthy, Rangareddy, Suryapet also
recorded heavy rainfall during the same time. Several places in Hyderabad
received heavy rain overnight.

Met officials have issued an orange alert of very heavy rainfall for 12
districts in Telangana for today and tomorrow and the state is likely to
receive widespread rainfall as storm moves inland.

Indian Meteorological Department has issued a red alert for
extremely heavy rainfall over Odisha for today. According to weather
agency, heavy to very heavy rainfall is expected over Andhra Pradesh,



Telangana, Chhattisgarh, Gangetic West Bengal, Kerala and Mahe for the
next two to three days. Similar conditions will prevail over Saurashtra,
Kutch, Vidarbha, Gujarat, Bihar, Jharkhand, Konkan, Goa, Madhya
Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh and Marathwada. The Met department has
also forecast thunderstorms accompanied with lightning and gusty winds
over Lakshadweep, Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Coastal and North
Interior Karnataka, East Rajasthan, East Uttar Pradesh and North Eastern
Region till 31st of this month.

Meanwhile, the weather agency has informed that Cyclone Montha
has weakened into a cyclonic storm over coastal Andhra Pradesh and is
likely to move northwestwards across coastal Andhra Pradesh and maintain
its cyclonic storm intensity during the next 6 hours, then weaken further
into a deep depression during the subsequent 6 hours. The agency further
said that latest observations indicate that the tail end of Cyclone Montha
has made landfall.
