Chief
Minister Revanth Reddy said Lilly’s continued expansion in Hyderabad reinforces
the State’s position as a preferred destination for cutting-edge healthcare
investments.

PONGULETI: State Revenue Minister Ponguleti Srinivasa Reddy has directed
officials to prepare a comprehensive report on lands allocated by Revenue
Department to various government departments over last three decades, their
present usage, and current status. The Minister pointed out that thousands of acres
had been allotted, particularly to Irrigation and Forest departments, for different
projects. However, following bifurcation of State, several projects were either
altered or scrapped, necessitating a fresh review of land records. He instructed that
both the Revenue and Forest departments in coordination to compile details of land
allocations in the past 30 years. The process, he said, should be expedited in view
of proposed allocation of 1,138 acres of forest land for Sitarama Lift Irrigation
Project in Khammam district. He suggested officials that 1,030 acres given for
Kesavapuram Drinking Water Scheme, now cancelled, to examine the possibility
of transferring that land to Sitarama project, an official statement.

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TPCC: Pradesh Congress Committee (TPCC) president Mahesh Kumar Goud has
welcomed Supreme Court’s dismissal of a petition challenging 42 per cent
reservations for Backward Classes (BCs), terming it a “positive development” in
the fight for social justice. In a media statement today, Mahesh Kumar Goud said
the Congress Party and State government are determined to ensure implementation
of 42 per cent BC reservations through all possible means. He recalled that the
government had already taken steps in this direction by bringing in three laws, an
ordinance, and a government order.

SC: The Supreme Court today refused to entertain a petition challenging the
Telangana government's order raising the quota for Backward Classes in
municipalities and panchayats to 42%, which pushed the total reservations in local
bodies to 67%. A bench of Justice Vikram Nath and Justice Sandeep Mehta
allowed agriculturist Vanga Gopal Reddy to withdraw his plea seeking to declare
as unconstitutional, illegal and void for violating Articles 14, 243D and 243T of
the Constitution. He petition contended that the Government order violated the
50% ceiling on reservations laid down by the Court in various judgments. During
the hearing, the Justice Nath questioned the petitioner's decision to invoke Acrticle
32 and approaching Supreme Court instead of High Court. The counsel replied that
the matter was listed before the High Court on October 8 but explained that the
petitioners had approached the top court as no stay had been granted. When the
bench expressed inclination to dismiss the petition, the counsel sought liberty to
withdraw the plea. DESK 14
