stone for additional projects worth around 815 crore rupees. Addressing the
gathering on the occasion, the Prime Minister said, the schemes 'PM Dhan
Dhaanya Krishi Yojana' and 'Mission for Aatmanirbharta in Pulses will transform
the fortunes of millions of farmers in the country.
