HC: The Telangana High Court today stayed the implementation of Government
Order No. 9, earmarking 42 per cent reservation for Backward Classes (BCs) in
the upcoming local body elections. Issuing interim orders, the court suspended the
GO’s operation until further notice. The court’s order effectively puts a temporary
hold on the local body election schedule in the State. It has also directed both the
government and the State Election Commission to file comprehensive counters
before the next hearing. During the hearing, which continued for two days,
Advocate General (AG) Sudarshan Reddy argued on behalf of the government.
The court directed the State government to file its counter affidavit within four
weeks and granted two weeks’ time to the petitioners to file their objections
thereafter.
