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CM-RAIN: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy today reviewed the situation arising
from Cyclone Montha and directed officials to remain on high alert. With paddy
harvesting underway and grain being dried in several places, the Chief Minister
instructed officials to take necessary precautions to prevent damage. He also
ordered proper arrangements at paddy and cotton procurement centers. The Chief
Minister noted that the cyclone’s impact is likely to be severe in the erstwhile
Khammam, Warangal, and Nalgonda districts, with heavy rains lashing Hyderabad
and other regions. Revanth Reddy directed all departmental staff to stay vigilant
and available at the field level. He instructed district collectors to coordinate with
SDRF and NDRF teams for effective rescue and relief operations. He emphasized
the need for coordination among departments concerned including Revenue,
Electricity, Panchayat Raj, R&B to minimize loss of life, property, and livestock.
He further instructed GHMC, HYDRAA, SDRF, and Fire Services personnel in
Hyderabad to respond swiftly to public grievances during cyclone impact.PN14



RAILWAYS: In view of Cyclone Montha and its impact on train operations, the
Indian Railways has set up special help desks to assist passengers with updated
train running information. Help desks have Dbeen established under the
Secunderabad, Hyderabad, and Vijayawada railway divisions to offer timely
updates, guidance, and support to travelers facing disruptions due to the cyclone’s
effect on railway routes. PN 5

KMM-NLG: Moderate to heavy rain was reported in erstwhile Nalgonda and
Khammam district affecting the normal life. The incessant rains continued to lash
these districts since early morning prompting the people from staying away from
their farming works. A holiday was declared for schools in erstwhile Nalgonda and
Khammam districts today due to rains. Several students were stuck in building of
Tribal Welfare Residential School at Kommepally of Devarakonda mandal in
Nalgonda district as flood water entered premises. The road connection between
Devarakonda and Dindi in Nalgonda district was disrupted due to flowing of
Gorekallu stream onto the road. Rainwater reached colonies in low lying areas in
Khammam town. The road connection between Pathapally and VR Banjara was
also disrupted in Raghunathapalem mandal and vehicles were stopped on
Nahulavancha-Patharlapadu in Chinthakani mandal by the police as flood water
was overflowing onto the road.

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RAINFALL : Telangana recorded 15.4 mm of cumulative average rainfall till this
afternoon due to the landfall of Cyclone Montha today. According to Information
department Telangana, Warangal district recorded the highest cumulative average
rainfall, followed by Mahabubabad , Jangaon, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri, Hanumakonda
and Khammam. Meanwhile, Cyclone Montha brought heavy rainfall to
Telangana's Warangal district and several parts of Hyderabad, causing traffic
congestion in areas such as Habsiguda. ANI 7

RESERVOIRS: Following heavy rains in the catchment areas overnight, the twin
reservoirs of Osman Sagar and Himayath Sagar recorded a considerable rise in
water levels today. The HMWSSB authorities were on high alert, monitoring the
situation closely to ensure the safety of residents in the surrounding areas. The
water board had already issued flood warnings and advisories to keep the public
informed and prepared for any potential emergencies. The authorities opened the
floodgates of the twin reservoirs for the second consecutive day and released
surplus floodwater into the River Musi. The officials opened six gates of Osman
Sagar while four gates of Himayat Sagar were lifted. Officials lifted nine
floodgates of Sripada Yellampalli Project and released water downstream. Two




floodgates of the Lower Manair Dam (LMD) were once again lifted to discharge
water downstream. Around 4,000 cusecs of water is being released by opening two
spillway gates. The dam is receiving steady inflows from the Mid Manair
Reservoir and the Moyathummeda rivulet following continuous rainfall in the
upper catchment areas.

SEETHAKKA: In the wake of the widespread impact caused by Cyclone Montha,
State Minister for Panchayat Raj Dr Danasari Anasuya Seethakka held a
teleconference with officials of Mahabubabad and Mulugu districts, severely
affected by the storm. The minister directed officials to continuously monitor the
situation and remain prepared for emergency measures. She appealed to the public
to stay alert and avoid unnecessary movement, especially amid reports of cold
weather and flooding in several areas. Seethakka advised farmers and cattle
herders to take precautions to safeguard crops and livestock, and urged fishermen
not to venture into water bodies, an official statement said. PN 9
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BJP: State BJP President Ramchander Rao urged party workers across the State to
actively participate in relief and rehabilitation efforts for those affected by Cyclone
Montha. He appealed to BJP volunteers to work closely with local authorities,
disaster management teams, and voluntary organizations to provide essential
supplies, food, shelter, and medical aid.

KOMATIREDDY: Following heavy rains triggered by Cyclone ‘Montha’, Roads
& Buildings Minister Komatireddy Venkat Reddy has placed the Department
officials on high alert across the state. Speaking over the phone with the
department’s ENCs, CEs and SEs, the minister directed that all officials remain
vigilant in the field and avoid taking leave unless absolutely necessary.
Komatireddy instructed officials to install danger warning boards at causeways and
culverts. Meanwhile, Agriculture Minister Tummala Nageswara Rao held
telephonic reviews with district Collectors of Khammam and Bhadradri
Kothagudem as cyclone altered its course after crossing the coast. Amid heavy
rains lashing the joint Khammam region, the minister instructed officials to stay
alert and urged farmers to protect their crops, avoid hurried sales, and postpone
paddy harvesting until the weather stabilizes.
