BIHAR ECI MEETING AGENCIES

The Election Commission is holding a crucial meeting with heads and nodal officers of
various enforcement agencies on preparedness of Bihar Assembly Elections in Patna. Chief
Election Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar, along with Election Commissioners Dr. Sukhbir Singh
Sandhu and Dr. Vivek Joshi, is holding the high-level meeting in the first session today in Patna
with the heads and nodal officers of various enforcement agencies. Today is the concluding day
of Bihar visit of the Election Commission on preparedness of assembly elections. Officials from
the Income Tax Department, Enforcement Directorate, Customs Department, Narcotics Control
Bureau, banks, and railways, among other enforcement agencies, are participating in the
meeting. The Election Commission will also assess the security, law and order aspect in Bihar
with nodal officers of state police and Central armed para military forces in the presence of DGP
of Bihar.

In the last leg of the discussions and deliberations, Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh
Kumar will hold a high-level review meeting with the Chief Secretary, Director General of Police,
and Chief Electoral Officer of Bihar to assess different issues and the preparedness for the
Assembly elections. At the end of the two-day review meetings and consultations with various
stakeholders, the Election Commission will brief media representatives about its observations
and conclusions this afternoon. During the interaction with media persons detailed information
will be shared on various aspects of the preparations for the Bihar Assembly elections.

MAHA-CYCLONE
The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a cyclone alert for Maharashtra after
Cyclone Shakhti intensified into a severe cyclonic storm over the Arabian Sea, with

thunderstorms, lightning, and strong winds expected to continue over the next few days.



Issuing a five-day forecast, the IMD warned of rough to very rough sea conditions along the
Gujarat-Maharashtra coastline, with squally winds of 45-55 kilometer per hour, gusting up to 65
kilometer per hour, expected until Tuesday. Stronger winds, reaching 60—100 kilometer per
hour, are likely tomorrow. Fishermen have been strictly advised not to venture into the
Northwest Arabian Sea due to hazardous conditions.

The IMD also stated that Mumbai may only see sporadic spells of light rainfall till 8th of this
month. A similar forecast has been issued for the Thane and Raigad districts as well. However
Palghar district is likely to receive heavy rainfall on Wednesday.

The Maharashtra government has directed district administrations to activate disaster
management protocols, monitor coastal and low-lying areas, and prepare evacuation plans if
necessary. <><><>

Unique Identification Authority of India (UIDAI) has waived off charges for Aadhaar biometric
updates for children aged 7 to 15 years. In a statement, the Ministry of Electronics and
Information Technology said the waiver of Mandatory Biometric Update (MBU) charges for this
age group has already come into effect from the 1st of October and will be in force for a period
of one year. This decision is expected to benefit approximately 6 crore children across the
country. Aadhaar enrollment for children under the age of five requires only basic demographic
details, including name, photograph, date of birth, gender, and address.
