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NEW PM-GOA
Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that the extraordinary coordination
among the three defence services together compelled Pakistan to
surrender during Operation Sindoor. Keeping up his annual tradition of
celebrating Diwali with the Indian armed forces, Mr. Modi celebrated the
festival of lights with the Navy personnel onboard INS Vikrant off the coast
of Goa and Karwar today. Mr. Modi said the INS Vikrant, which is India's
first indigenous aircraft carrier, reflects the capability of India's armed
forces. He said that INS Vikrant is not merely a warship; it is a testament



to 21st-century India’s ingenuity, resolve, and global influence. Mr Modi

said that INS Vikrant is a towering symbol of Aatmanirbhar Bharat and
Made in India. Prime Minister also lauded the valour and determination of
security forces and said it was due to that, the nation has achieved a
significant milestone by eliminating Maoist terrorism. On May 7, Indian

forces launched Operation Sindoor in response to a deadly terror attack in
Jammu and Kashmir's Pahalgam on April 22 and executed coordinated

strikes targeting multiple terror infrastructure sites across Pakistan-
occupied Kashmir (PoK) and Pakistan. Addressing Navy personnel, he said
he was fortunate that he is celebrating the holy festival with them. Mr.Modi
said, today is an amazing day as, on one side, I have the ocean, and on
the other, I have the strength of the brave soldiers of Mother India. He
said, the glow of the sun's rays on the ocean's waters is like the Diwali
lamps lit by brave soldiers.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi highlighted that India’s defence
production has tripled in the past decade, reaching 1.5 lakh crore rupees,

with over 40 indigenously built warships and submarines delivered since
2014. He said, India now produces most of its defence equipment
domestically, with a new warship or submarine added to the Navy every 40

days on average.

In his first year as Prime Minister, Mr. Modi spent Diwali at the Siachen
glacier in Ladakh with troops posted there. Last year he spent Diwali with
troops stationed at Sir Creek, continuing his tradition of celebrating the
festival with personnel guarding India’s frontiers.

INDIAN CREW- RESCUE

23 Indian crew members have been rescued after a fire broke out onboard

the Cameroon-flagged LPG tanker MV Falcon, following an explosion, off
the coast of Aden,Yemen. The incident took place yesterday, when the ship

was sailing about 113 nautical miles southeast of Aden on its way to

Djibouti. Early reports suggest the explosion was accidental, but the exact
cause is still being investigated. According the European Union(EU) Naval



Force Operation Aspides, 24 crew members had initially abandoned the
vessel, and 23 of them, all Indians, have been safely rescued. Two crew

members are still missing, while one crew is reported to be still still
onboard MV Falcon. EU Naval Force's Aspides is a defensive maritime
operation tasked with protecting civilian ships and crews sailing through
the Red Sea and the Gulf of Aden.

PREZ KERALA VISIT

President Droupadi Murmu will arrive in Thiruvananthapuram tomorrow for
a four-day visit to Kerala. On Wednesday, the President will visit the
Sabarimala Temple for darshan. On Thursday, The President will unveil the
statue of former President K. R. Narayanan at the Raj Bhavan,
Thiruvananthapuram. The President will also attend the centenary
celebrations of Sree Narayana Guru Samadhi. In addition, The President
will participate in programmes at St. Thomas College in Pala and St.
Teresa’s College in Ernakulam.

EVE -ISRAEL -GAZA CEASEFIRE

US President Donald Trump says the ceasefire between the Palestinian
resistance movement Hamas and Israel is holding, even as Israel continues
its deadly strikes.Trump's comments came as Israel launched a new wave

of air strikes across the Gaza Strip today, killing at least 15 civilians,

including a journalist, after an explosion killed two Israeli soldiers near
Rafah. According to the Israeli military, the clashes began when Hamas
fighters allegedly fired an anti-tank missile and opened gunfire on Israeli
troops stationed in Rafah, resulting in the deaths of two soldiers. Hamas
had said it was committed to the ceasefire, but accused Israel of violations
and warned the strikes could push the situation toward a total collapse of
the ceasefire. Meanwhile, Mr Trump’s advisor Jared Kushner and Special
Envoy Steve Witkoff arrived in Israel today. They are expected to meet
with Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu, while U.S. Vice President 1D
Vance is scheduled to join talks tomorrow.

SOUTH KOREA- DEFENCE INVEST
South Korean President Lee Jae Myung said today that the government will
make bold investments in research and development (R&D) in the Defence



and aerospace industries by 2030. Lee reaffirmed the government's vision

to make South Korea one of the world's top four Defence powers during
his opening address at the opening ceremony of the Seoul International
Aerospace and Defence Exhibition (ADEX) 2025. Lee said, to enhance

export competitiveness, it is crucial to deploy domestically developed
weapons systems within the armed forces to demonstrate their reliability
and performance. He also called for nurturing the Defence industry as a
key engine of economic growth by increasing the localisation of parts and
diversifying export markets, expressing hope that innovation in the
Defence sector will spill over into other high-tech industries.

VAISHNAW-WAR ROOM

Union Minister of Railways Ashwini Vaishnaw today visited the War
Room at the Railway Board in New Delhi. During his visit he took stock of
the passengers movement during the festive season. Mr Vaishnaw
encouraged the staff morale for working 24 hours and wished them on the

occasion of Diwali.

REV. ASIAN ROWING CHAMPIONSHIP
In a remarkable performance, Indian Rowing contingent won 10 medals -

three gold, five silver and two bronze at the Asian Rowing championship
concluded in Hai Phong Vietnam yesterday.India won gold in Lightweight
Men's Double Scull , Men's Quadruple Scull and Men's Single Scull. Indian
rowers won Silver medals in Men's Eight, Lightweight Women's Pair, Men's
Double Scull, Lightweight Men's Quadruple Scull, Lightweight Men's Four
and bronze in Lightweight Men's Pair, Women's Eight.

JAPAN COALITION

The Japan Innovation Party, known as Ishin, broadly agreed to form a
coalition government with ruling Liberal Democratic Party(LDP). The Japan
Innovation Party, said it is ready to ally with the LDP, guaranteeing its new
hardline conservative leader Sanae Takaichi will become the country's first
female prime minister when parliament picks a new premier tomorrow.
Ishin leader and Osaka Governor Hirofumi Yoshimura said that the politics
should be about taking risks when necessary to open up new paths.



Formed in 2010, Ishin shares Takaichi's hardline stance on national
security and immigration. The moderate Komeito party quit its 26-year-old
coalition with the LDP after Takaichi became leader this month.

NEW DAY BIHAR ELECTION
The filing of nominations for second phase of assembly elections in Bihar

will end today. Out of a total 243 seats, 122 constituencies spread over 20
districts will go to polls in this phase on 11Th of November. So far, a total
of 1,066 nomination papers have been filed by candidates from various

political parties, as well as independents, for the second phase. Today is
also last date for withdrawal of candidature for the first phase of Assembly

elections. 121 constituencies spread over 18 districts will go to polls in the
first phase on 6th November. According to information received from the
office of the Chief Electoral Officer of Bihar, 1,375 nominations have been
found valid for the first phase. They include 147 women and 1,248 men

candidates. After the withdrawal ends, the final position of the electoral
battle for the 121 constituencies going to the polls in the first phase will be

decided. Meanwhile, the Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD) today released its
long-awaited list of 143 candidates for the Bihar Assembly elections. In the

previous assembly elections, the RID had contested 144 seats. This time,

the party has given three of its own seats - Saharsa, Jamalpur, and Beldaur



- to its new ally, the Indian Inclusive Party (IIP). Senior party leader
Tejashwi Prasad Yadav has already filed nomination papers from the
Raghopur constituency in Vaishali district. Among the prominent
candidates, former Assembly Speaker Awadh Bihari Chaudhary has filed his
nomination from Siwan, while Bhojpuri film actor Khesari Lal Yadav, also
known as Shatrughan Yadav, has submitted papers from the Chhapra
assembly constituency. Former Assembly Speaker Uday Narayan
Chaudhary will contest from the Sikandra seat in Jamui district. RID leader
Rishi Mishra will contest the Jale assembly seat in Darbhanga district on a
Congress ticket. The dispute between the Congress and the RID over the
Kutumba assembly seat in Aurangabad has been resolved. The RID has not
fielded a candidate against Congress state president Rajesh Ram there.
Congress has also released the third list of six party candidates for Bihar
Assembly Elections. The list was released last night comprising six
candidates, which will contest in assembly constituencies going to the polls
in the second phase. One RID candidate Rishi Mishra is contesting on
Congress symbol from Jale assembly constituency of Darbhanga under
mutual understanding. With the release of this list, the seat-sharing
arrangement among the Grand Alliance partners - the RID, Congress,
Vikassheel Insaan Party (VIP), and Left parties including CPI (ML) - has
become almost clear. The RID will contest 143 seats, the Congress 60, and

CPI (ML) 20 seats, while Mukesh Sahani’s VIP will contest 11 seats. The

two other Left parties, CPI and CPM, are contesting elections from more
than 10 assembly constituencies. However, despite the formal seat

announcements, signs of “friendly contests” have emerged in over a dozen
assembly constituencies within the Grand Alliance. The RID has announced
candidates for the Congress-held seats of Kahalgaon and Sultanganj. Since
the enforcement of the Model Code of Conduct, various enforcement
agencies, patrol units, and surveillance teams have seized liquor worth
over 23.41 crore rupees and drugs and narcotic substances worth around

17 crore rupees. Additionally, items and freebies worth 14.13 crore rupees,

intended to lure voters, have been confiscated, along with cash amounting
to more than 4.19 crore rupees.
