Heather Knight’s 109 off 91 
balls formed the backbone of England’s innings and ultimately proved to be 
the defining factor in the match. Heather was adjudged the Player of the 
match. For India, Deepti Sharma scalped four wickets and debutant Shree 
Charani took two. 
 The win assured an unbeaten England of a semi-final spot, joining 
Australia and South Africa. On the other hand, India must now win both 
their remaining games against New Zealand and Bangladesh to guarantee 
a semi-final berth in the World Cup.

Academy in Navi Mumbai at 3 PM Indian Standard Time.
