MORN. CYCLONIC STORM -MONTHA 
 Cyclonic Storm Montha over Bay of Bengal has moved northwest 
wards with a speed of 15 kmph and lay centered about 420 km east of 
Chennai. It is likely to move north northwestwards and intensify into a 
severe cyclonic storm today. The Joint bulletin released by the Indian Met 
department and the Indian National Centre for Ocean Information Services 
has given a red warning to Andhra Pradesh, Yanam, adjoining South 
Odisha Coasts and Chhattisgarh till tomorrow. Heavy rainfall is also 
expected over Rayalaseema, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Karaikal and 



Telangana today. The storm is very likely to cross Andhra Pradesh coast 
between Machilipattnam and Kalingapatnam around Kakinada tonight with 
a sustained wind speed of upto 90 to 110 km per hour. Sea waves may rise 
up to 1.8 to 3.8 metre. The IMD has advised fishermen not to venture 
around these places till the 29th of this month.  
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi spoke with the Andhra Pradesh Chief 
Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu, assuring central support. Mr. Naidu 
reviewed preparedness and directed officials to shift people from low-lying 
areas to rehabilitation centres. The Chief Minister ordered closure of 
schools in affected districts. District Collectors and Special Officers are 
overseeing rescue and relief efforts, while NDRF and SDRF teams stand 
ready. South Central Railway, East Coast Railway and Air India Express 
have cancelled several services for today. Authorities urged citizens to stay 
indoors and follow safety advisories.  
 In Odisha, the state government has ramped up preparedness 
measures to tackle any potential impact from the impending storm. People 
living in low lying areas are being shifted to cyclone shelter centres and the 
state government plans to shift over 35,000 people to those centres by this 
morning. Due to Montha's impact, southern and coastal districts of Odisha 
have been receiving rainfall since yesterday, with intermittent drizzle across 
many areas. The weather department has issued a red warning for eight 
southern districts of the state. Schools and Anganwadi centres in these 
districts have been closed for three days from today. Railways has 
cancelled 43 trains and few train routes diverted.

EC-SIR-PHASE 2 
 The second phase of Special Intensive Revision (SIR) of electoral rolls 
will be held in 12 States and Union Territories and the final voter list will be 
published on February 7, next year. Chief Election Commissioner (CEC) 
Gyanesh Kumar said in a media briefing in New Delhi yesterday that the 
exercise will cover Uttar Pradesh, Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, 
Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, West Bengal, Goa, Kerala, Puducherry, Andaman 
and Nicobar Islands and Lakshadweep. He said, the phase two of SIR will 
cover 51 crore voters. Mr Kumar said, printing of enumeration forms and 
training of Booth Level Officers will begin from today and will continue till 
3rd November. The Enumeration phase will run till December 4. Draft 
Electoral Rolls will be published on December 9, followed by claims and 
objections till January 8, 2026. Hearings and verification will be held from 
December 9 to January 31, 2026. 

 Voter lists in these 12 States and UTs are now frozen. Booth Level 
Officers will distribute Unique Enumeration Forms to current registered 
voters. These forms include their current voter details. If their name also 
appeared on the 2003 voter list, they don’t need to submit any extra 
documents.
