Earlier yesterday, Starmer held a series of wide-ranging interactions
in Mumbai. He met with business leaders and described the India-UK trade
partnership as really important. Speaking at an interaction with industry
representatives, he said, This is the biggest trade mission that the United
Kingdom has ever sent to India. During the visit, Prime Minister Keir
announced that three major productions from one of the India's leading
film studio, Yash Raj Films, will be shot across locations in the United
Kingdom starting in 2026.

The Election Commission (ECI) has directed political parties against
the use of Artificial Intelligence-Al targeting rival parties or candidates
during the upcoming Bihar Assembly Elections and Assembly bye-polls.
These guidelines have come into effect as part of the Model Code of
Conduct (MCC). The Commission has warned against the misuse of Al
based tools to create deep fakes that distort information or propagate
misinformation over social media platforms and other forms of
advertisements. Furthermore, all political parties and their leaders,
candidates and star campaigners have to prominently label any Al-
generated or synthetic content being shared for campaigning. These
contents must carry clear notations such as "Al-Generated", "Digitally



Enhanced"”, or "Synthetic Content". The ECI has assured strict watch on
social media posts to ensure that the election atmosphere is not vitiated
and emphasized the need to uphold the integrity of the electoral process.

TN- COLDRIF MANUFACTURER ARRESTED

The Madhya Pradesh Special Investigation team and the Tamilnadu
Police have arrested G.Ranganathan, Proprietor of Kanchipuram based
Sreshan Pharmacy today morning for allegedly producing contaminated
cough syrup linked to the deaths of several children in Madhya Pradesh
and Rajasthan. He was picked up from his residence in Kodambakkam,
Chennai by the Madhya Pradesh Special investigation team and the State
Police. The company is accused of manufacturing the cough syrup linked to
21 deaths in Madhya Pradesh. The officials also conducted a search at the
Company's manufacturing unit in Sunguvarchatram, Kanchipuram to
examine production records and samples. Ranganathan has been booked
under several sections of the Bharatiya Nyaya Samhita and other laws.
Investigation is under progress. The 2000 sqg.ft manufacturing facility
located along the Chennai-Bengaluru Highway has been sealed while his
registered office in Kodambakkam remains closed. Lab analysis conducted
in Tamilnadu revealed that Coldrif cough syrup contained toxic substances.
The confirmation was detailed in a report from the Tamilnadu, Director of
Drugs Control, submitted to the Madhya Pradesh Government on 4th of
this month.
