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TRUMP'S VISIT TO ISRAEL AND EGYPT

US President Donald Trump is set to embark on a diplomatic visit to
Israel and Egypt today, where he will address the Israeli parliament and
participate in a signing ceremony of the Gaza peace deal. This is President
Trump's first visit to Israel after he announced the ceasefire deal between
Israel and Hamas. This visit also coincides with the implementation of the
first phase of the Gaza Peace Plan. After Israel, Trump will head to Egypt,
which held negotiations between Israel and Hamas after Trump unveiled
the 21-point Gaza Peace Plan, which also included the disarmament of the
Hamas group. The centrepiece of the visit will be a peace ceremony in the
Egyptian resort city of Sharm EI-Sheikh on Monday afternoon. More than
20 leaders including French President Emmanuel Macron and UK Prime
Minister Sir Keir Starmer would attend the summit in Sharm El-Sheikh.

BIHAR SEAT SHARING

The NDA allies are likely to finalise their seat sharing for Bihar Assembly
elections today. Senior leaders of BJP, Janata Dal (United), Lok Janshakti
Party (Ram Vilas), Hindustani Awam Morcha, and Rashtriya Lok Morcha are
in New Delhi to resolve the seat sharing issue. Following this meeting, an
announcement on seat sharing is likely to take place.

Earlier, Bihar BJP President Dr. Dilip Jaiswal had announced that a formal
agreement on seat sharing would be finalized by Saturday. However, the
decision could not be announced yesterday after demands for more seats
were raised by the Hindustani Awam Morcha, led by Jitan Ram Manjhi, and
the Rashtriya Lok Morcha, led by former Union Minister Upendra
Kushwaha. To resolve this deadlock, senior BIP leaders held separate
meetings yesterday with Jitan Ram Manjhi and Upendra Kushwaha.

BJP National President J.P. Nadda also held continuous deliberations with



the party’'s core committee members regarding seat allocation.The
opposition Grand Alliance is also facing a similar deadlock over seat
sharing. The Congress is opposing the proposal to allot more seats to
Mukesh Sahani’s Vikassheel Insaan Party (VIP) and has also raised
objections regarding the claim for the Deputy Chief Minister's post.
Meanwhile, the Left parties have expressed dissatisfaction over the delay in
finalizing seat sharing. Yesterday, both the Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD) and
the Congress held separate meetings to discuss ways to resolve the
differences. The Congress has also appointed observers to oversee the
seat-sharing talks, but the issue remains unresolved.Today, a meeting is
expected between Grand Alliance Coordination Committee Chairman and
RID leader Tejashwi Prasad Yadav and Congress leader Rahul Gandhi in
New Delhi to try to end the stalemate over seat allocation.Meanwhile, the
RID, concerned over the delay in finalizing seat distribution, has directed
many of its potential candidates for the first phase to start campaigning
and preparing for nomination in their respective constituencies. RID
National President Lalu Prasad held an emergency meeting yesterday to
discuss the issue. On the other hand, Asaduddin Owaisi’'s AIMIM has
announced its candidates for 32 constituencies.

ISRAEL - HAMAS PEACE SUMMIT

The Egyptian Presidency has announced that a high-level summit will
be held in Egypt's Red Sea resort of Sharm el-Sheikh tomorrow to finalize
an agreement aimed at ending the war in Gaza. The meeting, to be co-
chaired by Egyptian President Abdel Fattah El-Sisi and US President Donald
Trump, will bring together leaders from more than 20 countries including
the UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres.

The ceasefire deal between Israel and Hamas came into effect on
Friday, following three days of intensive negotiations in Sharm El Sheikh
between the two sides mediated by Egypt, Qatar, Tlrkiye and the United
States. The first phase of the plan includes Israeli troop withdrawals from
Gaza City, Rafah, Khan Younis, and the north, the opening of five crossings
for aid, and the release of hostages and prisoners.
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DAY TEST CRICKET
In Cricket, West Indies were for in their first innings

against India on Day 3 of the second Test at the Arun Jaitley Stadium in
New Delhi when reports last came in. Earlier, West Indies resumed their
play at the overnight score of 140 for four. West Indies are trailing by

runs. Yesterday, India declared its innings on 518 for 5 with
Yashasvi Jaiswal and Indian skipper Shubhman Gill scoring brilliant
centuries.
