Speaking at the
2025 Valdai Discussion Club meeting in Sochi, President Putin reaffirmed
Moscow’s long-standing trust in New Delhi and described Prime Minister
Modi as a very reasonable, wise leader, strongly oriented toward the
interests of his nation. He praised special relations with India rooted in
historical ties dating back to the Soviet era. Noting that current trade
turnover between the two countries falls short of its true potential,
President Putin emphasized the need to build effective, mutually
beneficial trade ties.

This includes addressing
logistics challenges, improving financing mechanisms, and finding new
solutions for cross-border payments within the bricks instruments, on
bilateral basis, using the rupee or a third country currency or using the
electronic payment methods.
