With just 3,000
rupees having one year validity, the pass provides a seamless and economical travel
option. It is applicable on about 1,150 toll plazas across India.

JITENDRA-NAFITHROMYCIN

Science and Technology Minister Dr Jitendra Singh informed that India has developed its
first indigenously discovered antibiotic Nafithromycin. Inaugurating a medical workshop
in New Delhi today, Dr Singh said that this antibiotic is effective against resistant
respiratory infections, particularly useful for cancer patients and poorly controlled
diabetics. The Minister further emphasized that the country must develop a self-
sustainable ecosystem to drive its scientific and research growth. He also highlighted that
Al-based hybrid mobile clinics are serving rural and remote regions, ensuring quality
healthcare for all. The Minister added that the convergence of innovation, collaboration,
and compassion will define the country's journey toward a developed nation.

REV. MAHA - ACCIDENT

In Maharashtra, eight persons were killed and 28 others injured after a pickup vehicle
overturned at Chandshaili Ghat in Taloda taluka of Nandurbar district. The victims were
returning from the Astamba pilgrimage yesterday when the mishap took place .
Preliminary information suggests that more than 40 people were travelling in the vehicle.
Police said, of the injured, 15 are reported to be in critical condition. They were first
admitted to the Taloda sub-district hospital and later shifted to the Nandurbar district



hospital for treatment. The injured include residents of Ghotane, Shamsherpur, and
Shabri Hatti areas of Nandurbar taluka and city.

REV. ECI - BIHAR

The Election Commission of India (ECI) today announced that all employed voters in Bihar
including daily and casual workers, will be entitled to a paid holiday on polling days during
the upcoming assembly elections in the state. It added that employed voters in eight
assembly constituencies across various states, where bypolls are being held on November
11, are also entitled to a paid holiday. The ECI informed that electors who are working
outside the constituency but registered as voters going to polls shall also be entitled to
get the benefit of a paid holiday. The Commission said that this move is aimed to increase
voter turnout, as it removes the potential barrier of work commitments on election day,
allowing all citizens to participate in the upcoming elections.

PUNJAB- GOVERNOR

Punjab Governor Gulab Chand Kataria has said that the arrest of Ropar Range DIG
Harcharan Singh Bhullar by the CBI in a graft case is a wake-up call. Speaking to media in
Nabha near Patiala yesterday, the Governor said that it is very unfortunate and
administrative machinery needs to introspect. This recent high-profile arrest of the IPS
Officer Bhullar for demanding and accepting 8 lakh rupees bribe from a scrap dealer has
come as a shocker especially when the state government has declared zero tolerance
against corruption. Over seven crore rupees cash, 2.5 kilogram jewellery, arms and
ammunition have been recovered from his Chandigarh home. Meanwhile, the CBI court
has sent Bhullar to a 14-day judicial custody.

ARCHERY WORLD CUP

Star Indian archer Jyothi Surekha Vennam scripted history by becoming the first Indian
woman compound archer to win a medal at the Archery World Cup Final, clinching a
bronze medal in Nanjing, China. Jyothi defeated second seed Ella Gibson of Great Britain
150-145 in the match, shooting a perfect 15 tens across five ends. The Asian Games
champion began her campaign with a solid 143-140 quarterfinal win over Alexis Ruiz of
USA before narrowly falling 143-145 to world number one Andrea Becerra of Mexico in a
tightly contested semifinal. However, she bounced back with clinical precision to secure
country's first-ever women’s compound medal at the season-ending final. Another Indian
archer Madhura Dhamangaonkar made an early exit, losing 142-145 to Mexico’s Mariana
Bernal in the first round of the women’s compound event.



REV DAY-UP RAJNATH BRAHMOS

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh Yogi Adityanath
flagged off the first batch of BrahMos missiles manufactured at the BrahMos Aerospace
unit in Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh today. Speaking on this occasion, the Defence Minister
said that now every inch of Pakistan is under the range of Brahmos missile and the whole
country knows the power of it. He said, country's adversaries will no longer be able to
escape from BrahMos. He added that operation Sindoor was just a trailer. The Minister
said, BrahMos is not just a missile but it is a symbol of country's growing indigenous
capabilities. He said, BrahMos has a traditional warhead, an advanced guided system, and
it can strike long distances at supersonic speed. He said, combination of speed, accuracy,
and power makes BrahMos one of the world's best systems. Defence Minister Rajnath
Singh said that country is making its mark in the defence manufacturing sector and many
countries are now interested in technical association with India. He said that recently the
Brahmos team has signed contact with two countries worth four thousand crore rupees.
The Lucknow BrahMos unit is the first facility in the Uttar Pradesh Defence Corridor
where the entire process, from missile system manufacturing to final testing, is carried
out indigenously. During the event, the Defence Minister and the Chief Minister
inaugurated the Booster Building and witnessed a demonstration of the booster docking
process.

GST-PC

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman said that the GST 2.0 reforms have given a
major boost to country's economy, leading to record sales across key sectors such as
electronics, automobiles, and consumer goods during the festival season. She was
addressing the joint press conference in New Delhi today along with Information and
Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw and Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush
Goyal. The Finance Minister said, GST rate cut benefits are reaching to common man.
Speaking on this occasion, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said,
a record sale has been recorded in this year's Navratri festival. He said, there has been a
25 per cent increase in the sale of electronics this year. He said, food prices are
decreasing due to the GST reforms. He said, the rising demand for electronics is directly
benefiting the electronics manufacturing industry. On GST Bachat Utsav, Commerce and
Industry Minister Piyush Goyal said, vehicle sales have surged during Navratri season and
the electronics sector has also broken all records. He said, amid such a volatile global
scenario, the pace of country's growth is so strong that even the International Monetary
Fund had to revise its forecast for country's growth to 6.6 percent.



VAISHNAW-NDTV SUMMIT

Electronics and Information Technolgy Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw has said that pace of
country's 5G rollout has amazed the world. Highlighting the rapid expansion of telecom
network across the country, he said that 90 percent of the country is now covered by the
5G network. Speaking at a World Summit organised in New Delhi, the Minister said, India
now has the second-largest 5G network in the world, enabling connectivity even in
remote and far-flung areas. On the menace of deepfakes, Mr Vaishnaw said that the
government will soon bring regulations to address the issue.

DAY BIHAR-POLLS

Scrutiny of nomination papers for the first phase of the Bihar Assembly elections is
underway today. A total of one thousand 698 nomination papers were filed for this
phase. Candidates can withdraw their nominations till 20th of this month. In the first
phase, polling will be held on 6th of next month in 121 assembly constituencies spread
across 18 districts. Meanwhile, the CPl (ML) has released a list of 20 candidates. Out of
these, 14 candidates have already filed their nominations for the first phase. The party
had contested 19 seats in the 2020 assembly elections and won 12 of them. This time as
well, the CPI (ML) has re-nominated all 12 of its sitting MLAs. The CPI (ML) announcement
came after the Congress released its list of 48 candidates, marking CPI (ML)’s first official
list for this election. The seat-sharing dispute within the Grand Alliance has once again
come to the fore. The Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD) has announced that it will field
candidates on seats allocated to the Congress. In Aurangabad’s Kutumba constituency,
the RJD has decided to field a candidate against Congress state president Rajesh Ram. In
the Warisaliganj seat of Nawada district, the RID has given a ticket to Anita Devi against
the Congress nominee. Similarly, in several constituencies, friendly contests of Congress
and the Left parties are also likely to take place.

BIHAR AMIT SHAH

Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah met today with President of the
Lok Janshakti Party (Ram Vilas) Chirag Paswan. In Patna, both leaders held discussions on
joint campaigning and several issues related to the Bihar Assembly elections. Earlier, Amit
Shah had met Bihar Chief Minister and Janata Dal (United) President Nitish Kumar at the
Chief Minister’s residence. Amit Shah is on a three-day visit to Bihar
