BIHAR - NOTIFICATION

The notification for second phase of Assembly elections in Bihar will
be issued today. With this, the nomination process for 122 assembly
constituencies across 20 districts will begin. The last date for filing
nominations for the second phase is 20th October. Scrutiny of nomination
papers will take place on 21st October, and the last date for withdrawal of
nominations is 23rd October. Voting for this phase will be held on 11th
November. Nominations can be filed between 11 AM and 3 PM. Election
Commission has made strict security arrangements at the nomination
centers. Counting of votes for both phases of the 243-member Bihar
Assembly elections will take place on 14th November. A total of 7.42 crore
voters will exercise their franchise in the assembly elections. In the second
phase, polling will be held in West Champaran, East Champaran,
Sitamarhi, Sheohar, Madhubani, Supaul, Araria, Kishanganj, Purnia, and
Katihar districts. In addition, voting will also take place in Bhagalpur, Banka,
Jamui, Nawada, Gaya, Aurangabad, Jehanabad, Arwal, Kaimur, and
Rohtas districts.

IMD REVIEW-JITENDRA SINGH

Science and Technology Minister, Dr. Jitendra Singh has hailed the
Web-GIS based Multi-Hazard Early Warning Decision Support System (DSS)
developed by the India Meteorological Department (IMD) for saving nearly
2 hundred and fifty crore rupees and ending dependence on foreign
vendors. During his visit to IMD Headquarters in New Delhi today, the
Minister reviewed the in-house technology-driven forecasting system and
noted that it has also reduced an annual maintenance cost of about 5.5
crore rupees, reinforcing the vision of self-reliance.

The Minister also reviewed a citizen centric hyperlocal forecasting



platform Mausam Gram that provides weather updates in multiple Indian
languages. He said that the initiative has enhanced forecast accuracy by 15
to 20 percent, reduced forecast preparation time by three hours, and
extended forecast lead period from five to seven days. Dr. Singh urged
officials to integrate more AI-driven solutions to make weather alerts even
more precise and user-friendly.

REV. ARMY-UNTCC CONCLAVE

Indian Army will host the Conclave of Chiefs’ of United Nations Troop
Contributing Countries’ (UNTCC) in New Delhi from 14™ of this month. The
three-day conclave will bring together a total of 32 UN Troop Contributing
Countries with attendance by 15 Chiefs, 17 Vice Chiefs and other high-
ranking military officials from seven nations. Delegations from countries
that contribute troops to UN peacekeeping missions across the globe are
expected to arrive in the national capital tomorrow. In a statement, the
Defence Ministry said that as one of the largest contributors to UN
missions, India is convening this high-level forum to deliberate on
operational challenges, evolving threats, share best practices and build
shared understanding on future peacekeeping. The Conclave reflects the



ethos of Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam. Defence Minister Rajnath Singh,
External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar and Under-Secretary-General for
Peace Operations Jean Pierre Lacroix will address the programme. Plenary
sessions will feature Chiefs and Heads of Delegations putting forth their
viewpoints. Defence Exhibitions for shared capacity building, bilaterals and
cultural exchanges will also feature during the conclave. The conclave will
witness participation from countries represented at the level of Chiefs
include Bhutan, Burundi, Ethiopia, Fiji, France, Ghana, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Mongolia, Poland, Sri Lanka, Tanzania, Uganda, Uruguay and
Vietnam.
