RBI-MONETARY POLICY

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) will announce its monetary policy
today. RBI's Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) began its three-day
meeting on Monday in Mumbai to review economic conditions and decide



on key policy rates. RBI Governor Sanjay Malhotra is scheduled to unveil
the outcome of the meeting at 10 AM. The announcement is closely
watched by markets, businesses, and policymakers, as it impacts
borrowing costs, lending rates, and overall economic activity.

In the previous policy meeting held in August, the MPC had
unanimously kept the repo rate unchanged at 5.50 per cent. Ahead of the
current meeting, a report by the State Bank of India suggested that a 25-
basis-point rate cut could be the most suitable option, given that inflation
remains under control and the economic outlook indicates further
moderation.<><>

RBI-INOPERATIVE ACCOUNTS

Similarly,
through this scheme, the RBI has decided, to encourage the banks to
actively pursue customers/ depositors for re-activation of their inoperative
accounts and return of their unclaimed amounts lying with Depositor
Education and Awareness Fund. The Scheme aims to reduce both the stock
of existing unclaimed deposits and fresh accretion of flows to the DEA
Fund.

Philippines has risen to 22, local media reported, citing reports from the
Cebu provincial information office.

India staged a brilliant comeback after a middle-order collapse to
beat Sri Lanka by 59 runs in a rain-affected opening match of the Women's
World Cup in Guwahati.

Chasing India’s revised DLS target of 271 runs, Sri Lanka made 211
runs in 45.4 overs. Earlier, batting first India scored 269 runs for 8 in 47
overs. Sri Lanka won the toss and decided to bowl first. From the Indian
side, Amanjot Kaur scored maximum 57 runs. Sri Lankan bowler Inoka



Ranaweera took four wickets. The match was interrupted by rain, leading
to a reduction in overs to 47. Following a Duckworth-Lewis-Stern method
adjustment, India's final score was set at 270, setting Sri Lanka a revised
target of 271 to win. India's Deepti Sharma has been declared
player of the match.

Indian team led by Harmanpreet Kaur is looking to end a 47-year
wait of Indian women's cricket team for their maiden ICC title. The 2025
Women’s World Cup is the 13th edition of the 50-over cricket tournament
featuring 8 teams - India, Sri Lanka, Australia, England, New Zealand,
South Africa, Bangladesh and Pakistan. These teams will compete in 28
league matches in a round-robin format across four venues in India and
one in Colombo. The much anticipated match between arch rivals India
and Pakistan will be played on 5th of next month in Colombo.

Union Minister for Agriculture and Rural Development, Shivraj Singh
Chouhan announced that a special team will be formed within the Indian
Council of Agricultural Research (ICAR) to address challenges related to
sugarcane cultivation in the country. The minister was virtually addressing
National Consultation on the Sustainable Sugarcane Economy in New Delhi
today . He also highlighted that this team will formulate sugarcane policy
and research directions after taking suggestions from farmers, scientists,
and industry stakeholders. He further emphasized that the research will be
focused on benefiting farmers and finding practical solutions for them.

The Minister highlighted that sugarcane variety 238 have shown
good sugar content but it is vulnerable to red rot disease for
which he emphasized the need to develop alternative varieties.
During the discussion, Mr Chouhan pointed out that mono-
cropping leads to several problems such as nutrient depletion and
limitations in nitrogen fixation. He said, there is a need for careful
evaluation for growing multiple crops instead of a single crop.
Considering these challenges, Mr. Chauhan stressed on the need



to focus on increasing production, promoting mechanization,
reducing costs, and improving sugar recovery rates.
