MALAYSIA-ASEAN 

     Malaysia is set to host the 47th ASEAN Summit along with other 
Summits under the theme Inclusivity and Sustainability at the Kuala 
Lumpur from tomorrow. The opening ceremony of the 47th ASEAN Summit 
will be attended by all ASEAN leaders. During the ceremony, the signing of 
the Declaration on the Admission of Timor-Leste into ASEAN will take 
place, marking its formal admission as the 11th ASEAN member state.  

 The Summits consist of the ASEAN Summit, the ASEAN Plus One 
Summits between ASEAN and seven Dialogue Partners, namely, Australia, 
China, India, Japan, Republic of Korea, Russia, the United States of 
America. It also include ASEAN Plus Three Summit, East Asia Summit, 
ASEAN-United Nations Summit and ASEAN-New Zealand Commemorative 
Summit to mark 50 years of dialogue relations. 

 During the plenary session, the ASEAN Leaders will focus their 
discussions on issues related to ASEAN Community-building and ASEAN's 
external relations. The leaders will deliberate on ways to deepen regional 
integration, stimulate economic growth, and enhance ASEAN connectivity.  

 
REV. DAY BIHAR CAMPAIGNING 
 The star campaigners of both the NDA and the Mahagathbandhan 
have intensified their election campaigns for the first phase of the Bihar 
Assembly elections. Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah 
addressed an election rally in Khagaria. He is also scheduled to address 
rallies in Munger and Nalanda districts. Meanwhile, the public meeting of 
RJD leader Tejashwi Prasad Yadav, which was scheduled to be held in 
Khagaria, has been postponed. Speaking to reporters in Patna, Mr. Yadav 
accused the Bharatiya Janata Party of indulging in negative politics. The 
RJD leader said that the NDA government has failed to address issues such 
as employment, industrial development, and migration. Jan Suraaj Party 
founder Prashant Kishor alleged that both the NDA and the 
Mahagathbandhan have failed to meet the aspirations of the people. In 
Motihari he claimed that Jan Suraaj represents a better alternative for

extra rush of passengers during Chhath Puja, ensuring smooth and safe 
travel for festival-goers across the country. Around 6 thousand 181 special 
trains have been notified to facilitate passengers returning to their 
workplaces after the festive season. The Ministry of Railways said that over 
nine hundred special trains will run in the next three days. It said that 
additional coaches have been attached, and weather-proof holding areas 
have been established at 30 major stations in Bihar and Uttar Pradesh to 
manage the passenger rush. These stations are also equipped with 
additional ticket counters, CCTV surveillance, and other passenger-friendly 
arrangements to maintain smooth operations during the Chhath festivities.  
 Meanwhile, at stations like Patna, Muzaffarpur, Darbhanga, and 
Gaya, medical booths have been set up to address any passenger health 
emergencies. Travel has been made more convenient through Automatic 
Ticket Vending Machines, Passenger Reservation System counters, and 
mobile unreserved ticketing facilities. The Railway Protection Force (RPF) 
has been deployed in adequate numbers to ensure passenger safety, 
strengthen assistance booths, and manage queues efficiently. 
 Railways passengers have lauded the arrangements made by the 
Railways saying that they did not face any problem while catching the 
trains.

According to CINTAA official Ashoke Pandit, the actor was battling kidney-
related issues. He was rushed to Hinduja Hospital, where he breathed his 
last. Mr. Pandit informed that Shah's last rites will be performed tomorrow. 
 Satish Shan was born on June 25, 1951, in Bombay (now Mumbai). 
He graduated from St.Xavier's college and later joined Film and Television 
Institute India in Pune.  
 His career spanned over four decades wherein he worked in theater, 
films, and television. He made his film debut with supporting roles in Hindi 
cinema during the late 1970s and 1980s.His sharp timing and nuanced 
performances in acting quickly caught the attention of industry insiders.  
 He achieved cult status with his iconic performance in the 1983 film 
Jaane bhi do yaaro. He also starred in films such as Shakti, Hum aapke hai 
kaun, Hum saath saath hain, Main hoon na, kal ho naa ho, Fanaa, Om 
shanti om and others. On television, Shah’s role as Indravadan Sarabhai in 
Sarabhai vs Sarabhai is remembered as one of Indian TV’s most iconic 
comic performances. 
 Shah’s versatile performances in television and films earned him a 
special place in the hearts of audiences, and his passing marks a significant

  Railways Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw today said that around 1.5 crore 
train passengers have traveled  so far in this festive season. He added that 
over 2.5 crore passengers are likely to travel by the end of festival season. 
Talking to reporters in New Delhi, Mr. Vaishnaw said that big holding areas 
have been set up at 30 stations for smoother crowd management.  
 Talking about the special train operations in the previous 
government's term, the Minister highlighted that during former Rail 
Minister Lalu Prasad's tenure, 178 special trains were run during the Diwali 
and Chhath festival, whose number now has exceeded over 13 thousand. 
Mr. Vaishnaw further said that safety of railways has also increased and 
number of accidents have reduced from over 170 in 2014 to mere 31 in 
2024-25 year. He also added that rail track construction has risen from 
400-600 kilometers per year to over four thousand kilometer year. The 
Minister said that his ministry's aim is to reduce the number of accidents 
and make safe travel experiences of passageres.
