JHARKHAND: BIHAR ELECTION JMM

An important meeting is going to be held in Patna on tomorrow
between Jharkhand Mukti Morcha (JMM) and Rashtriya Janata Dal (RID)
regarding seat sharing before the Bihar Assembly elections.

JMM President and Jharkhand Chief Minister Hemant Soren has
assigned the responsibility to State Minister Sudivya Kumar Sonu and JMM
party General Secretary Vinod Pandey. Both the leaders will reach Patna
tomorrow and discuss seat sharing with RID leader Tejashwi Yadav.

Earlier in September, Hemant Soren had met RID supremo Lalu
Prasad during the Voter Rights Rally in Patna, but then no discussion on
seat sharing was held. According to party sources, the JMM is preparing to
contest in Bihar Assembly elections from the constituencies located in
border districts of Bihar. JMM will also demand 12 seats from the Grand
Alliance. These include Tarapur, Katoria, Manihari, Jhajha, Banka,
Thakurganj, Rupauli, Rampur, Banmankhi, Jamalpur, Pirpainti, and Chakai.
The party says it has a strong support base in these areas and its MLAs
have won from these seats before. It is worth noting that in the 2024
Jharkhand Assembly elections, the JMM had given 7 seats to RID, of which



the RID won 4. The seat-sharing agreement for the Bihar Assembly
elections is expected to further strengthen the Grand Alliance's position in
the upcoming Bihar Elections.

Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar today said that the Special
Intensive Revision (SIR) has been widely appreciated by electorates,
political parties and other stakeholders of the democracy. Replying to the
questions over several criticisms of the SIR during the press conference in
Patna, Mr. Kumar said the SIR was undertaken lawfully and according to
provisions. He was talking to the media after the completion of a two day
visit to Bihar over the preparedness of assembly elections in Bihar. Mr.
Kumar said all stakeholders participated in the SIR drive and after the draft
publication of the Electoral Rolls, 3.66 lakh voters came forward to remove
their names from the list sensing their responsibility. The CEC added that
17 new initiatives have been rolled out to conduct free, fair and peaceful
assembly elections in Bihar and it will be a great experience for electorates
who will go to cast their votes. On inclusion of Aadhaar in the documents
for upcoming SIR in the country, Mr. Kumar said Aadhaar will remain proof
of identity, not citizenship and the decision has been upheld by the
Supreme Court.

The Directorate General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) has reviewed airfare
trends ahead of the festive season. The Directorate is mandated by the
Ministry of Civil Aviation to keep a watch on airfares, especially during the
festive season and take appropriate measures in case of a surge in prices.
DGCA proactively took up the matter with airlines and asked them to
augment flight capacities for the festive season by deploying additional
flights to meet high demand. In response, IndiGo has informed that it has
deployed 730 additional flights across 42 sectors. Meanwhile, Air India and
Air India Express will run 486 additional flights across 20 sectors and
Spicelet will operate 546 more planes across 38 sectors.
