REV EVE MODI - UK PM 
 Prime Minister of the United Kingdom Sir Keir Starmer, who is on his 
first official visit to India, has described the India-UK Free Trade 
Agreement as the biggest deal the United Kingdom has signed since 
leaving the European Union. 
 Addressing business leaders in Mumbai today on the first day of his 



visit to the city, the UK Prime Minister said that the trade partnership 
between India and the United Kingdom is of great importance and marks 
the return leg after Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s visit to the UK earlier 
this year. He also stated that this is the largest trade mission ever sent by 
the United Kingdom to India. 
 The Free Trade Agreement, signed in July this year during Prime 
Minister Modi’s visit to London, is expected to boost bilateral trade between 
the two countries by 25.5 billion pounds annually. The pact includes major 
tariff reductions on products such as textiles, whisky, and cars, making 
exports from both nations more competitive. 
 Under the agreement, the United Kingdom will offer 99.1 percent of 
tariff lines with full trade value, mostly at zero duty, giving Indian 
businesses wider access to the UK market. The deal is also expected to 
create thousands of jobs in both countries, especially in the sectors of 
textiles, leather, footwear, sports goods, and engineering. 
 The UK PM also visited the Yash Raj Films (YRF) studios in suburban 
Andheri, one of Bollywood’s key production hubs. The studio visit is seen 
as a step towards fostering creative partnerships, including potential joint 
film projects and cultural exchange programmes. UK Prime Minister Keir 
Starmer, Yash Raj Films CEO Akshaye Widhani, and actor Rani Mukerji 
watched a screening during his visit to Yash Raj Films. 
 Later, PM Starmer also participated in a football showcase event 
organised by the English Premier League at Cooperage football ground in 
south Mumbai. The aim of the event is to promote sports diplomacy and 
strengthen ties between the UK and India in the field of football. Former 
England International Michael Owen also attended the event, alongside 
local football enthusiasts and young players.

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi today inaugurated Phase One of the 
Navi Mumbai International Airport, marking a major milestone in India’s 
aviation infrastructure. The airport, built at a cost of 19,650 crore rupees, 
is expected to begin commercial operations by December 2025. With this, 



Mumbai joins the league of global cities such as London, New York, and 
Tokyo that have more than one international airport. Before the formal 
inauguration, the Prime Minister took a walkthrough of the new facility, 
inspecting its advanced design and passenger amenities. He also interacted 
with differently abled children who welcomed him warmly with flowers and 
national flags. 
 Addressing the gathering after the inauguration, the Prime Minister 
said the new airport reflects the vision of a Viksit Bharat and symbolises 
the nation’s progress, culture, and technological capability. He said the 
airport’s lotus-shaped design showcases India’s heritage while 
strengthening trade and tourism links with the world. He said it will also 
benefit farmers and fishermen by helping them export their produce faster 
to global markets, attracting investment and generating employment. 
 The Prime Minister noted that in 2014, India had only 74 airports, 
while today the number has increased to more than 160. He said this has 
been achieved under the UDAAN Yojana, which aims to make air travel 
affordable and accessible to people from all sections of society. He said 
India has now become the world’s third-largest domestic aviation market. 
He added that the aim is to make India the global aviation Maintenance, 
Repair, and Overhaul (MRO) hub by the end of this decade. 
 Emphasising the spirit of self-reliance, the Prime Minister appealed to 
citizens to adopt the mantra of Swadeshi Apnao, saying India’s progress 
depends on supporting local industries and indigenous innovation. 
 The Prime Minister also inaugurated several other infrastructure 
projects, including Phase 2B of the Mumbai Metro Line 3 from Acharya Atre 
Chowk in Worli to Cuffe Parade, and launched the Mumbai One App, 
India’s first integrated mobility platform covering eleven public transport 
operators. He also launched the Short-Term Employability Programme, or 
STEP, which will offer twenty-five hundred new training batches in 
emerging technologies such as Artificial Intelligence, Internet of Things, 
Electric Vehicles, solar energy, and additive manufacturing.

 India Meteorological Department has predicted moderate to heavy 
rainfall at isolated places over northeastern states, Karnataka, and Madhya 



Maharashtra. According to the weather department, similar conditions are 
expected over Kerala, Mahe, Konkan, Goa, Lakshadweep, Tamil Nadu 
Puducherry and Karaikal during next two to three days. IMD has also 
predicted thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and gusty winds over 
Bihar, Odisha, Telangana, West Bengal and Sikkim till tomorrow.

 At least six workers were killed and two injured in an explosion at a 
fireworks manufacturing unit at Rayavaram mandal in Dr B.R. Ambedkar 
Konaseema district in Andhra Pradesh, today. The incident occurred while 



the workers were engaged in the manufacture of firecrackers in a Fire 
Works unit. Confirming the toll, the police suspect that the accident 
occurred due to some mishandling at the unit.  However, the district 
superintendent of police Rahul Meena said the crackers’ manufacturing unit 
was a licensed one.  The injured were shifted to the government hospital in 
Kakinada for medical treatment. Chief Minister Nara Chandrababu Naidu 
expressed shock over the fire incident.

 Addressing the event he said that the day is not far when India will 
be number one in producing aviation fuel and urged farmers to use stubble 
instead of burning it so that it can be used to produce fuel, thereby 
strengthening their economic condition.

He said that in our country, 5 million tons of stubble are being used to 
make bio-bitumen. In Maharashtra, Nagpur and Jabalpur roads are also 
being built using stubble.  
  Talking about ethanol,he said that ethanol is being produced from 
corn, which has increased the market for corn. Mr Gadkari said, Companies 
are working on developing flexi-engines. Agricultural machinery is also now 
going to be equipped with flex  engines. He said that with all these efforts , 
we have succeeded in curbing the pollution due to stubble burning.
