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PM- YOUTH SCHEME

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today unveiled various youth-focused
initiatives worth over 62 thousand crore rupees, giving a decisive push to
education, skilling and entrepreneurship across the country. During the
Kaushal Deekshant Samaroh which is being held at Vigyan Bhawan in
New Delhi, the Prime Minister launched the Pradhan Mantri Skilling and
Employability Transformation through Upgraded ITIs- PM - SETU. It is a
centrally sponsored scheme with an investment of 60 thousand crore
rupees. The scheme envisages the up gradation of one thousand
Government ITIs across the country in a hub-and-spoke model
comprising 200 hub ITIs and 800 spoke ITIs. Mr Modi also inaugurated
one thousand 200 Vocational Skill Labs established in 400 Navodaya
Vidyalayas and 200 Eklavya Model Residential Schools across 34 States
and Union Territories. The Prime Minister also launched Bihar’s revamped
Mukhyamantri Nishchay Svyam Sahayata Bhatta Yojana, under which
nearly five lakh graduate youth every year will receive a monthly



allowance of one thousand rupees for two years, along with free skill
training.

Toppers from Industrial Training Institutes under the Ministry of Skill
Development and Entrepreneurship at the event. Union Minister of Skill
Development and Entrepreneurship Jayant Singh also reiterated Mr
Modi's vision of making the country a global skill centre.

REV. BIHAR-ECI:

The Election Commission is holding meeting with representatives of 12 political
parties of the state in connection with preparedness of Bihar Assembly
elections. The meeting is Chaired by Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh
Kumar in Patna. The full Election Commission team led by Chief Election
Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar arrived in Patna on a two-day visit to review
the preparations for the upcoming Bihar Assembly elections. The delegation
includes Election Commissioners Dr. Sukhbir Singh Sandhu and Dr. Vivek
Joshi. After meeting with the political party representatives, the Commission
will hold meetings with administrative and police officials. During these
meetings, preparations related to administration and law and order will be
reviewed. The Commission will meet with all divisional commissioners, police
IGs, DIGs, District Magistrates cum District Election Officers, as well as senior
and district police chiefs. Meanwhile, Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh
Kumar has instructed the Central observers to remain fully accessible to
political parties, candidates, and voters for redressal of their grievances.

Election of Bihar and bye-elections in certain states, Mr Kumar said, the
Election Observers are beacons of democracy.

CENTRE - COUGH SYRUPS:

Union Health Ministry has advised that cough and cold medications should not
be prescribed or dispensed to children below two years. In an advisory, the
Ministry said, these are generally not recommended for children below five
years, and above that, any use should follow careful clinical evaluation with
close supervision. The Ministry has written a letter to the Director Health
Services of all States and Union Territories in this regard. It said that most
acute cough illnesses in children are self-limiting and often resolve without
pharmacological intervention. In view of the recent reports suggesting that
child deaths in Madhya Pradesh were linked to consumption of cough syrups, a
joint team consisting of representatives from National Centre for Disease
Control, National Institute of Virology, Central Drugs Standard Control
Organisation visited the site. Various samples were collected in coordination
with the State Authorities including samples of various cough syrups.

NEXTGEN GST

India’s consumer economy has witnessed its highest Navratri sales in over a
decade, propelled by the government’s NextGen GST reforms that reduced tax
rates and made products more accessible. Data available from major Car
maker companies indicates a significant jump in sales during the Navratri
period. The reported increase ranges from 60 percent to 100 percent
compared to the same festival period last year.
