RAILWAYS-CHHATH PREP

Over nine hundred special trains will operate in the next three days in
view of the festival rush. The Railways Ministry said, over six thousand special
trains have been notified to facilitate passengers returning after celebrating
the Diwali and Chhath festival. It said, around thirty stations in Bihar are
equipped with additional ticket counters, CCTV surveillance, and other
passenger-friendly arrangements to maintain smooth operations during the
Chhath festivities. In Patna, Muzaffarpur, Darbhanga, and Gaya, medical
booths have been set up to address any passenger health emergencies.

The Ministry said that Automatic Ticket Vending Machines, Passenger
Reservation System counters, and mobile unreserved ticketing facilities have
been set up to make travel more convenient for passengers. It said that the
Railway Protection Force (RPF) has been deployed in adequate numbers for
the safety of the passengers, and to strengthen passenger assistance booths
and queue management systems.

ECI-ADVISORY

The Election Commission of India (ECI) has issued a fresh advisory
outlining stringent rules for disclosure and responsible use of artificial



intelligence (AI) and synthetic content in political campaigning ahead of the
Bihar Assembly elections. The Commission has asked political parties,
candidates and campaign representatives to label any synthetically
generated or Al-altered image, audio, or video used or disseminated for
campaigning purposes as Al-Generated, Digitally Enhanced, or Synthetic
Content, covering at least 10 percent of the visible display area.

The Commission directed that all political parties, candidates and
campaign representatives must ensure that any Al-generated or digitally
altered images, videos or audio used for electioneering carry a clear and
prominent label occupying at least 10 per cent of the visible display area and
in audio content, it should be present during the first 10 per cent of the
duration. Additionally, such content shall prominently disclose the name of
entity, responsible for its generation in the metadata or accompanying
caption. The commission has also called for restraint on publishing or
forwarding any content that is unlawful and misrepresents the identity,
appearance, or voice of any person without their consent, and created with
the intent to mislead or deceive the electorate.

EC has also mandated a period of 3 hours for political parties to take
down any such content. Political parties also have to maintain internal
records of all AlI-generated campaign material.

EVE. KURNOOL BUS TRAGEDY

Twenty people including two children were charred to death after a
passenger bus travelling from Hyderabad to Bengaluru collided with a
motorbike and caught fire. The accident occured near Chinna Tekuru village
in Kallur mandal of Kurnool district in the wee hours today.

Police and rescue teams reached the spot immediately after receiving
the accident information. Chief Minister N Chandrababu Naidu has ordered a
high-level inquiry, directing officials to form a committee to investigate the
cause of the accident.

The state government announced an ex-gratia of five lakh rupees each
to the families of the deceased and 2 lakh rupees to those injured in the
mishap. Transport Minister M. Ramprasad Reddy, Home Minister Anitha, and
DGP Harish Kumar Gupta visited the accident site. The Transport Minister
instructed officials to inspect the fithess and permits of all private buses to
ensure passenger safety.

Speaking to the media, Andhra Pradesh Home Minister Vangalapudi
Anitha said a total of 39 passengers were travelling in the bus. She said, the
dead bodies were severely damaged in the flames, making identification
difficult. She said, six of the deceased were from Andhra Pradesh. The bus
driver has been taken into custody, and a case has been registered. She
expressed deep sorrow over the tragedy and assured that the government
would extend all possible assistance to the victims’ families. Minister Anitha



said the government is deeply concerned over the loss of lives and assured
that strict action will follow based on the inquiry findings.
