ESIC- GUIDELINES

The Employees' State Insurance Corporation (ESIC) has issued
detailed guidelines for the new Amnesty Scheme 2025 for settlement of
court cases and withdrawal of prosecution cases. The measure is aimed at
simplifying compliance and reducing the burden of litigation to facilitate
ease of doing business.

According to an official statement, the Amnesty Scheme 2025 is a
one-time dispute resolution initiative aimed at reducing the backlog of
court cases, promoting compliance under the ESI Act, and enhancing ease
of doing business. The launch of the scheme was approved at the 196th
meeting of ESIC held in Shimla.

The scheme provides an opportunity to employers and insured
persons to settle disputes outside courts in a structured and transparent
manner. It will remain in operation from October 1 to September 30, 2026.

Under the scheme, units that have been closed for more than five
years, where litigation has been pending for an equal duration and no
assessment has been made, will see their cases withdrawn by the ESIC.
For units closed within the last five years, employers will be required to
submit relevant records and pay the accepted dues along with interest. No
damages will be levied in such cases.

In cases where no such records are available, the employer will be
required to pay at least 30 per cent of the assessed contribution.
Additionally, interest on the dues will be payable at the revised contribution
rate. No damages will be levied, but employers must give an undertaking



for future compliance.
