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COURT- NIZAM: The City Civil Court, Hyderabad, has dismissed the plea of
Prince Azmet Jah and Shekhar Jah seeking rejection of the partition suit filed by
Nawab Najaf Ali Khan over the palaces and properties of the late Nizam VII,
Nawab Mir Osman Ali Khan Bahadur. The XI Additional Chief Judge of the City
Civil Court dismissed interlocutory application filed by Azmet Jah and Shekhar
Jah in the ongoing partition suit. The case involves 232 defendants, including the
Indian Hotels Company Limited, which operates the iconic Taj Falaknuma Palace.
The plaintiff argued that Nawab Najaf Ali Khan, being one of the rightful heirs of
the Nizam VI, is in constructive possession of ancestral properties and that issues
concerning ownership, possession, and valuation can only be resolved through a
detailed trial on merits. After hearing the arguments and examining the evidence,
the court found merit in submissions and dismissed plea for rejection of the plaint
filed by Azmet Jah and Shekhar Jah. DESK 13
