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FIRE ACCIDENT: The Telangana government announced ex-gratia of 5 lakh
rupees each to the families of the deceased in the Kurnool bus fire accident in
which 19 people died, and 2 lakh rupees each to those injured.
Telangana Transport Minister Ponnam Prabhakar Goud said in a statement today,
that all necessary measures are being taken to ensure the injured receive quality
medical treatment. He issued a stern warning that "unfit buses" that flout rules set
by the government would be seized. Speaking on the incident, AIMIM chief
Asaduddin Owaisi told reporters expressed condolences and hope those injured
recover soon. The Bengaluru-bound bus from Hyderabad caught fire in
Chinnatekur near the Kurnool district of Andhra Pradesh on National Highway
(NH) 44 in the early hours of today. Kurnool District Collector (DC) A Siri said
that a total of 11 bodies have been identified, while the remaining nine bodies are




yet to be accounted for. She said that the incident occurred in the early hours of
between 3:00 AM and 3:10 AM. There are a total of 41 members in the bus,
including two drivers. Narrating the accident, the Collector said the bus hit the bike
got stuck under the bus. Due to this petrol leaked from the bike and the bus caught
fire. 21 members have minor injuries and are undergoing treatment. The injured
have been shifted to Kurnool Government Hospital for treatment. (ANI) 18
