BY-ELECTION: Congress candidate Naveen Yadav has won the Jubilee Hills
Assembly by-election, defeating his nearest rival BRS nominee Maganti Sunitha
by a margin of 24,729 votes. Naveen Yadav of Congress secured 98,988 votes,
while Maganti Sunitha Gopinath (BRS) 74,259 votes and Lankala Deepak Reddy
of BJP polled 17,061 votes. The Election Commission issued formal declaration,
after which District Election Officer R V Karnan handed over certificate of
election, officially confirming Naveen Yadav as MLA from Jubilee Hills. Yadav
maintained a clear lead from very first round of counting, steadily widening the
gap as the rounds progressed. BRS candidate Maganti Sunitha was unable to gain
an edge at any stage. The decisive win has boosted morale of Revanth Reddy
government and Congress cadre. Telangana Pradesh Congress Committee
President and MLC Mahesh Kumar Goud said by-election result is a clear
endorsement of Congress government’s development and welfare agenda.
Speaking to the media in Nizamabad, he said the people had delivered a decisive
verdict in favour of the Congress and rejected the BRS once again. State Transport
and BC Welfare Minister Ponnam Prabhakar said the early trends in the Jubilee
Hills by-election reflect the people’s desire for development, much like the
mandate delivered recently in the Secunderabad Cantonment bypoll. Speaking to
reporters, the minister said voters had rejected BRS, despite attempts to invoke
emotional issues and appeal to women’s sentiments.

Minister Seethakka said goal is to help every
adolescent girl grow into a safe, healthy and confident young leader who can
contribute meaningfully to society. The groups will focus on health awareness,
mental well-being, menstrual hygiene, reducing anaemia, encouraging proper
nutrition, cyber safety, prevention of online abuse, skill development, career
guidance and financial independence.

HC: The Telangana High Court today questioned the State government over
delays in conducting local body elections and directed it to announce the election
schedule by November 24. The court emphasized that panchayat elections must be
held within six months of the expiry of their term. The Court observed that it has
only raised objections regarding BC reservations and have no objection to
conducting the elections. The State Election Commission (SEC) informed the High
Court that it plans to conduct elections in villages excluding those with disputed
BC reservation. The Court observed that dividing and conducting elections in
phases is not appropriate.
