AFGHANISTAN TRADE
Afghanistan is boosting trade with Iran and Central Asian countries to reduce
dependence on Pakistan, following last month’s border clashes. The country is using
Iran’s Chabahar Port to avoid frequent disruptions at Pakistan’s borders.
According to Afghanistan’s Ministry of Industry and Commerce, trade with Iran reached
1.626 billion US Dollars in the past six months, compared to 1.108 billion USD with
Pakistan. Ministry officials say diversifying trade routes is essential to keep imports and
exports stable. The Afghanistan Chamber of Commerce and Investment (ACCI) urged
the government to sign long-term agreements with neighboring countries, adopt
preferential tariffs, and lower transportation costs to expand trade opportunities.
Afghanistan's Deputy Prime Minister Mullah Abdul Ghani Baradar also emphasized the
need for alternative trade routes to ensure goods continue moving despite tensions with
Pakistan. The two countries’ relations have worsened due to disputes over the Durand
Line and recent border clashes, including airstrikes and retaliatory attacks. A ceasefire
was agreed with Qatar and Turkey mediating, but the latest talks in Istanbul ended in a
deadlock.

NEPAL-POLITICAL PARTIES

The deadline given by the Election Commission of Nepal (ECN) for
registering new political parties ends today. For the purpose of the House



of Representatives election announced by the interim government for
March 5, 2026, the Election Commission had allowed new party registration
until today or November 16, 2025. Old political parties already registered
with the Commission had to re-register for the upcoming elections.

According to the existing laws, no party is recognized as a political
party without registering in the Election Commission. So far 178 political
parties have been registered in the Commission. Political parties
registration requires their constitution, manifesto and other documents.

Modi remarked that if the experiences gained here are recorded and
compiled like a Blue Book, the country can move decisively towards large-
scale implementation of bullet trains. He emphasized that India must avoid
repeated experimentation and instead replicate the learnings from existing
models. The Prime Minister highlighted that replication will only be
meaningful if there is a clear understanding of why certain actions were
taken. He cautioned that otherwise, replication may occur without purpose
or direction. Mr Modi suggested that maintaining such records could benefit
future students and contribute to nation-building. He affirmed that we will
dedicate our lives here and leave behind something valuable for the
country.

PAK - UNHCR (ATTN: WORLD NEWS)

Pakistan has detained over 100,000 Afghans between January 1 and
mid-November 2025 according to the United Nations High Commissioner



for Refugees (UNHCR). Most arrests were made in Chagai and Quetta
districts of Balochistan and Attock districts of Punjab.

UNHCR said 76 per cent of those detained were Afghan Citizen Card
holders or undocumented migrants, while the remaining 24 per cent
possessed Proof of Registration cards.

The rise in detention of Afghan migrants comes after two government
orders in 2025, which directed the removal of Afghan migrants from
Islamabad and Rawalpindi and allowed police to arrest PoR-card holders.

UNHCR noted a reduction in cash assistance for Afghan refugees in
Pakistan as funding from donors continues to decrease. Aid agencies
warned that the reduction has increased the vulnerability of thousands of
Afghan families who rely on support for food, rent and winter supplies.

Several humanitarian organisations have urged Pakistan to ensure
that any returns are voluntary and in accordance with international
obligations.<><><>
