Several prominent leaders have cast
their votes. Bihar Chief Minister Nitish Kumar exercised his right to vote at
Bakhtiyarpur in Patna district while Deputy Chief Minister and BJP candidate
from Tarapur seat Samrat Chaudhary cast his vote in Munger. BJP leader and
Union Minister of State for Home Affairs Nityanand Rai and his wife cast their
vote at a polling booth in Hajipur. VIP chief and Mahagathbandhan's Deputy
Chief Minister face Mukesh Sahani cast his vote in Darbhanga.
Voting is taking place for 121 constituencies spread over 18
districts in this phase. These districts include Patna, Vaishali, Nalanda,
Bhojpur, Munger, Saran, Siwan, Begusarai, Lakhisarai, Gopalganj,



Muzaffarpur, Darbhanga, Madhepura, and Saharsa. Polling began at 7 AM,

and will continue till 6 in the evening. However, due to security reasons,

voting will conclude at 5 PM in Simri Bakhtiyarpur, Mahishi, Tarapur, Munger,

Jamalpur, and in 56 polling booths of the Suryagarha Assembly segment.

MANDAVIYA-PAKISTAN

Labour and Employment Minister Dr. Mansukh Mandaviya today said
that Pakistan has undermined the spirit of Indus Waters Treaty through
sustained hostility and cross-border terrorism. Mr Mandaviya stressed that
the neighbouring country has also repeatedly misused the Treaty
mechanisms to obstruct India’s legitimate projects. Delivering India’s
National Statement at the Plenary Session of Second World Summit for Social
Development in Doha, Mr Mandaviya took strong objection to certain
unjustified references made by President of Pakistan yesterday on India in its
remarks. He termed this an abuse of an international forum to distract the
world from focusing on social development by peddling disinformation



against India. The Minister also said that Pakistan has no locus standi to
comment on country's internal affairs, particularly when it indulges in acts of
cross-border terrorism against Indian citizens. He said Pakistan should
introspect and address its own serious challenges related to development
which has made it dependent on hand-outs by international community.

Dr Mandaviya highlighted country's transformative progress in
poverty alleviation and social security advancement under Prime Minister
Narendra Modi’s leadership at Second World Summit for Social Development
in Doha. He said social progress is achievable when people remain at the core
of policy, and development becomes a shared endeavour. He underlined
Prime Minister Modi’s vision of ‘Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikaas'.

PHILIPPINES TYPHOON

People in central Philippines have started clearing thick mud and debris
from their homes and streets after Typhoon Kalmaegi tore through the
region, killing at least 85 people and leaving dozens missing. In Cebu
province of Philippines, one of the worst-hit areas and a popular tourist
destination, floodwaters have begun to recede, revealing the full scale of
destruction. Homes were flattened, vehicles overturned, and streets filled
with wreckage. Among the dead were six military personnel whose helicopter
crashed during a relief mission in Agusan del Sur, on the island of Mindanao.
The national disaster agency said at least 75 people remain missing and 17
are injured. The storm, locally named Tino, also caused widespread flooding
and power cuts, forcing more than 200,000 people to evacuate across the
Visayas region, as well as parts of southern Luzon and northern Mindanao.

Typhoon Kalmaegi struck just a month after a 6.9-magnitude
earthquake killed dozens in northern Cebu and displaced thousands.

Meteorologists say Kalmaegi, the 20th typhoon to hit the Philippines
this year, is expected to strengthen as it moves across the South China Sea
towards Vietnam, where authorities have already started preparing for
landfall.

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall at
isolated places over Tamil Nadu and Karaikal for today. The Met Department
further predicted thunderstorms accompanied by lightning over Karnataka,
Rayalaseema and Puducherry till tomorrow. The weather agency also
predicted minimum temperature to fall by 3 to 5 degree celsius over
Northwest India and by 2 to 4 degree celsius over Central India during the
next 2 days.

Meanwhile, the air quality in the Delhi-NCR region has been registered
in the poor category. According to the Central Pollution Control Board, an
average Air Quality Index (AQI) of 257 was recorded at 7 AM today. An Air
Quality Index between 0 and 50 is considered good, 51 and 100 satisfactory,
101 and 200 moderate, 201 and 300 poor, and 301 and 400 very poor. An
AQI between 401 and 450 is considered severe.
