TRISHUL- EXERCISE: Tri-Services Exercise - Trishul is being conducted by the

Indian Navy as the lead service jointly with the Indian Army and Indian Air Force,
and will continue till 13th of this month. The Ministry of Defence in a statement
said, the exercise aims to achieve validation and synchronisation of operational
procedures across the three Services, enabling joint effect-based operations in
multi-domain environments. It will feature large scale operations across the creek
and desert sectors of Rajasthan and Gujarat, alongside comprehensive maritime
operations including amphibious operations in the North Arabian Sea. The Ministry
highlighted that the exercise will also validate joint Intelligence, Surveillance and
Reconnaissance, Electronic Warfare and Cyber Warfare plans and will include
Indian Navy carrier operations conducted jointly with shore-based assets of the
Indian Air Force.

IMD-WEATHER AQI: India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy

rainfall in Andaman and Nicobar Islands for today. The weather agency has
predicted thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and gusty winds in parts of
Gujarat and Madhya Pradesh for today. Similar weather conditions are also likely to
prevail over Andaman and Nicobar Islands during the next four days. Meanwhile,
the air quality in Delhi-NCR are in the very poor category today. According to the
Central Pollution Control Board, Delhi's air quality index was recorded at 384 at 1
PM. The sub-committee of the Commission for Air Quality Management has already
imposed Graded Response Action Plan- GRAP-2 restrictions in the National Capital
Region. An Air Quality Index between 0 and 50 is considered good, 51 and 100
satisfactory, 101 and 200 moderate, 201 and 300 poor, and 301 and 400 very
poor. An AQI between 401 and 450 is considered severe.



EVE. ISRO-CMS-03: ISRO launched India’s heaviest communication satellite CMS-

03 (GSAT-7R) from Sriharikota this evening. The heavylift rocket carried by an
Indian launch vehicle and into the Geosynchronous Transfer Orbit (GTO) lifted off
from Satish Dhawan Space Centre at 5.26 pm. The mission aims to enhance naval
communication and boost digital connectivity across remote regions. It is the fifth
operational flight of India’s most powerful rocket. The satellite is a multi-band
military communication system.

Lieutenant General Avinash Das has assumed charge as the Commandant of the
Army Hospital Research and Referral in New Delhi. Lieutenant General Das is a
specialist of Ear, Nose, and Throat (ENT) with nearly four decades of service in the
Armed Forces Medical Services. An alumnus of the Armed Forces Medical College,
Pune, he has held several key posts, including Senior Advisor at Base Hospital,
Delhi Cantt and Command Hospital, Lucknow.
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In Men's cricket, India defeated Australia by 5 wickets in the third T-20
International at the Bellerive Oval in Hobart. India overhauled the target of 187
runs with 5 wickets in hand and 9 balls to spare. Washington Sundar's unbeaten 49
off 23 deliveries helped India to successfully chase down the target. Arshdeep
Singh was named player of the match for his brilliant spell of 3 wickets in four
overs. With this win, India have levelled the five match series 1-1. Earlier, put in to
bat first, hosts posted 186 for the loss of 6 wickets in the stipulated 20 overs. Tim
David scored 76 runs while Marcus Stoinis added 64 for Australia.
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In the ICC Women's ODI Cricket World Cup, India were 97 for no loss in
17 overs against South Africa in the summit clash at Dr. D Y Patil Sports Academy
in Navi Mumbai a short while ago. The match was delayed due to rain. South Africa
have won the toss and put India to bat first. India stormed into the final
defeating Australia by 5 wickets in a thrilling semifinal match in Navi Mumbai on
Thursday. South Africa reached the final after a commanding 125-run victory over
England in Guwahati in the first semi-final.

In Tennis, Rohan Bopanna, former World No. 1 in doubles, announced his
retirement yesterday after a 20 year long career. The 45-year-old Indian star won
26 ATP doubles titles, including the 2024 Australian Open with Matthew Ebden,
which made him the oldest player to reach No. one at age 43. Bopanna, who



began his career in 2003, earned 539 tour-level wins and partnered with 15
different players. Vice-President C. P. Radhakrishnan has congratulated Indian
Tennis player Rohan Bopanna for his services after announcing his retirement from
professional tennis and having a remarkable career spanning over two decades
