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WINTER SESSION PARLIAMENT

The Government has convened an all-party meeting tomorrow ahead
of the Winter Session of Parliament beginning on Monday.
Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju will meet the floor leaders
of political parties of both the Houses in Parliament in the meeting.
During the meeting, the government will seek cooperation from all
political parties to ensure the smooth functioning of the Lok Sabha
and the Rajya Sabha during the session. The Winter Session is set to
commence from Monday and will continue till 19th December. During
the session, several important legislations are scheduled to be taken
up for discussion and passage.

DAY-PM-RAIPUR-POLICE-MEET 12.05pm Stencil

Prime Minister Narendra Modi is chairing the 60th All India
Conference of Directors General and Inspectors General of Police at
Raipur in Chhattisgarh today. The Prime Minister will participate in
several sessions scheduled at the conference tomorrow as well.
Union Home Minister Amit Shah inaugurated the three-day
conference at the Indian Institute of Management in the state's
capital yesterday. The theme of the conference this year is “Viksit
Bharat: Security Dimensions,” and is centered on developing
advanced security frameworks to protect citizens against emerging
challenges. At the conference, key discussions are underway on



critical national security issues, including Left-Wing Extremism,
counter-terrorism, disaster management, women’s safety, and the
integration of forensic science and artificial intelligence in policing.

IMD - CYCLONE DITWAH

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a red warning
for north Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and adjoining south Andhra
Pradesh coasts in the wake of Cyclone Ditwah. The weather agency
has predicted that Cyclone Ditwah is very likely to continue to move
north-northwestwards and reach over southwest Bay of Bengal near
North Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and adjoining south Andhra Pradesh
coasts by early morning tomorrow. According to the Met
Department, while moving north-northwestwards, the cyclonic storm
will be centred over southwest Bay of Bengal within a minimum
distance of 60 kilometers from the Tamil Nadu coastline by midnight
tonight. Meanwhile, IMD has forecast heavy rainfall, isolated
extremely heavy rainfalls over Tamil Nadu till tomorrow. Heavy to
very heavy rainfall is likely to prevail over Coastal Andhra Pradesh,
Yanam and Rayalaseema till Monday. The Met Department has
advised fishermen not to venture into the coastal areas of Sri Lanka,
Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and the south Andhra Pradesh coasts till
Monday.



ECI- APP

Election Commission has invited all citizens to download ECINet App
and give their suggestions to make the App more user friendly.
Citizens can do it by using the 'Submit a Suggestion' tab on the App till
27th of next month. The Commission said that the user suggestions
will be examined and the platform will be further updated to make it
more user-friendly. The official launch of the ECINet platform is
planned for January 2026. The Poll Panel added that the trial version
of the ECINet App was put to use during the Bihar Assembly Elections
2025 and the recent bye-elections. This new Digital platform enabled
better voter services, quicker availability of polling percentage trends
and also the publication of Index Cards within 72 hours of the close of
polls, an exercise that previously took several weeks or months. The
Poll Panel noted that learnings from the Bihar elections and feedback
received from Chief Electoral Officers, District Election Officers,
Observers, and field officials is being incorporated to further enhance
the platform's functionality. ECINet App is a single, unified app for
citizens integrating the earlier 40 separate election related
applications and websites.

PMML-ACCESS



The Prime Minister’'s Museum and Library (PMML) has enabled
remote access to rare archival collection for researchers across the
world. According to the Ministry of Culture, an IT Platform has been
created to facilitate the access to the Digital Archives through which
registered scholars can now submit online requests to view specific
archival documents without needing to visit the PMML premises. The
launch of PMML’s Digital Archives marks a significant milestone in
leveraging technology to safeguard invaluable historical resources
and enhance accessibility for researchers, scholars, and knowledge
seekers across the world. PMML houses one of the world’s largest
collections of rare archival materials, comprising over 25 million
documents belonging to more than 13 hundred individuals and
organisations. These records are regularly consulted by bonafide
researchers and scholars studying Modern and Contemporary Indian
History.

DGCA - AIRBUS GLITCH

The Directorate General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) has ordered an
immediate halt to flights operated by the Airbus A320 family until
airlines complete mandatory safety modifications. The sweeping
move issued today covers the Airbus A318, A319, A320 and A321
fleet and requires operators to ground aircraft until prescribed checks
and fixes are completed. Airbus has ordered immediate repairs of



thousands of aircraft globally from its A320 fleet, with multiple
airlines in India also facing flight disruptions. It is estimated that
around six thousand aircrafts around the world will be impacted. The
order issued by the Airbus, following an incident with an A320 aircraft
which uncovered a potential solar radiation risk, which might corrupt
data critical flight controls. The Airbus software update will take two
to three days.

KARNATAKA-MEETING

Amidst intense tussle over leadership, Karnataka Chief Minister
Siddaramaiah and Deputy Chief Minister DK Shivakumar today held a
meeting at Chief Minister's residence in Bengaluru. After the meeting,
during a joint press conference, Mr. Siddaramaiah said that they were
together during the Assembly elections and continue to be together.
The Chief Minister said that they discussed about forthcoming
elections and about the strategies to face opposition during the
winter session which is scheduled to begin from 8th of next month.
He added that both of them will work according to the Congress high
command instructions and there is no differences between them.
Speaking on this occasion, Deputy Chief Minister DK Shivakumar also
said, they do not have any differences and they will work together.
The responses came amidst the speculation about change of Chief
Ministership after completion of two and half years. There were



reports that the followers of DK Shivakumar are demanding the
change of Chief Minister.

SIR-WB

In the ongoing Special Intensive Revision (SIR) exercise in West
Bengal, approximately 15 lakh 53 thousand dead voters' names have
been identified. Six lakhs 45 thousand enumeration forms have been
digitised and seven lakhs 65 thousand enumeration forms have been
distributed. Meanwhie, Chief Electoral Officer of West Bengal Manoj
Kumar Agarwal will chair a virtual review meeting on SIR today with
the District Election Officers of the State. The Election Commission of
India has asked the Director General of Police of West Bengal to
ensure safety and security of the BLOs and other personnels
associated with the ongoing SIR process in the state. The Commission
also sought a report from the Kolkata Police Commissioner on the
issue of a security of the CEO of West Bengal and other officials at the
CEO office following a group of BLOs staged a protest in front of the
CEO office in Kolkata earlier this week. Amidst the ongoing SIR
process in West Bengal, reports of illegal Bangladeshi immigrants
leaving India through the borders of West Bengal came to light. BJP
has accused the Trinamool Congress for not cooperating with the
Election Commission. BJP leader Suvendu Adhikari alleged that
Election Commission is depending upon state machinery, but state



machinery is indulged in fraud. He accused that TMC is trying to
include names of Bangladeshis intruders in the voter list.

BJP - TMC

BJP today hit out at Trinamool Congress over its objections to the
Special Intensive Revision (SIR) of electoral rolls in West Bengal,
accusing the party of trying to protect illegal Bangladeshi infiltrators.
Talking to a news agency, BJP spokesperson Shahnawaz Hussain
alleged that TMC delegation went to meet Election Commission
yesterday with an agenda to make baseless remarks that it is not
working fairly. Mr Hussain accused TMC of trying to shield
Bangladeshi infiltrators.

DAY CYCLONE DITWAH

The cyclonic storm Ditwah has wreaked havoc in most parts of Sri
Lanka with relentless rain resulting in loss of life and property. The
cyclone has claimed 123 lives, left 130 missing, and affected over
three lakh 70 thousand people. After days of relentless rains, Sri
Lanka is beginning to see a gradual reduction in rainfall as Cyclone
Ditwah moves north-northwest toward the Tamil Nadu coast.
