INDIA & SAUDI ARABIA

India and Saudi Arabia are very close in finalising an agreement to
double the bilateral textile trade, with officials saying Riyadh is looking to
scale up imports of India's high-quality fabrics. Both sides are exploring
ways to raise India's share through collaborative programmes, duty
reductions and product-specific partnerships.



A high-level Saudi delegation led by Vice Minister of Industry and
Mineral Resources Khalil ibn Salamah met India's Textile Secretary at
Udyog Bhawan yesterday to advance cooperation in the sector.

India is the second-largest supplier (USD 517.5 million) to Saudi
Arabia's textile and apparel sector, capturing an 11.2 per cent share of
Saudi Arabia's total textile and apparel imports in 2024.

The ministry highlighted the potential for deeper collaboration in
man-made fibre (MMF) and technical textiles, areas where India is
expanding rapidly and Saudi Arabia has an advantage as a petrochemical
hub.

US INDIA TRADE

Washington has signaled progress in trade negotiations with India,
with a senior US official citing a lot of positive developments and
suggesting a deal could emerge before the end of the year. Talks are
focused on a reciprocal trade agreement to balance tariffs and market
access, alongside concerns over India’s purchases of Russian oil.

The official highlighted improvements on the Russian oil front while
noting more work remains. The announcement comes amid Washington'’s
broader trade efforts, including finalized preliminary deals with Argentina,
El Salvador, Ecuador, and Guatemala, as well as discussions with Vietnam,
Indonesia, and Switzerland.

US President Donald Trump indicated potential tariff reductions on
Indian imports as Sergio Gor assumes his role as ambassador to India. US-
India trade reached around 190 billion dollars in 2024, with both nations
aiming to boost bilateral commerce.

IND- FRANCE EXERCISE GARUDA

An Indian Air Force (IAF) contingent has arrived at Mont-de-Marsan
Air Base in France to take part in the bilateral air exercise Garuda-2025,
scheduled from November 16 to 27 .

IRAN DISMISSED G7’'S STATEMENT

Iranian Foreign Ministry spokesman Esmaeil Baghaei dismissed the
G7's latest statement as baseless and irresponsible. The G7 had accused
Iran of supplying military support to Russia in the Ukraine war and urged
Tehran to comply with UNSC resolutions, the NPT, and fully cooperate with
the IAEA, including allowing inspections. The G7 also called on Iran to
engage in direct talks with the US and abide by UN sanctions reinstated
through the snapback mechanism. Baghaei condemned the G7 for backing
what he called illegal efforts by the US and E3 to restore sanctions, and
criticized them for ignoring alleged Israeli-US attacks on Iran’s peaceful
nuclear facilities. He also rejected accusations related to the Ukraine
conflict, reiterating Iran’s opposition to the war and support for dialogue.

WORLD DIABETES DAY

On the occasion of World Diabetes Day, The World Health Organization's
South-East Asia Region issued a renewed call for urgent and coordinated
action to tackle the rising burden of diabetes, which now affects more than
two hundred and seventy nine million adults in the region-nearly one-third
of the global total. This year's theme is -Diabetes across life stages"
emphasises the need for equitable and age-appropriate care from
childhood to old age.Dr. Catharina Boehme, Officer-in-Charge for WHO
South-East Asia, said that diabetes continues to pose a serious challenge
due to late diagnosis, insufficient treatment, and poor control of blood
glucose levels. She highlighted that only one in three adults with diabetes
across the region receives treatment, and fewer than 15 per cent manage
to keep their blood glucose adequately controlled.According to the WHO,
children living with diabetes need timely and tailored support at home and
in school, pregnant women require proper management to safeguard their
own health and that of their babies, and older adults need continuous
guidance to manage their condition and prevent life-threatening
complications.While type 1 diabetes cannot be prevented, Boehme
reiterated that it can be effectively managed, while the risk of type 2
diabetes can be reduced through regular physical activity, balanced diet,



and avoidance of tobacco and alcohol, proper medication and lifestyle
changes can help prevent complications in those already diagnosed.

The counting of votes is underway for all 243 assembly seats in Bihar
amid tight security. Trends available so far, indicate that National
Democratic Alliance (NDA) is heading towards a landslide victory in the
state assembly polls. Mahagathbandhan seems to be performing badly.

Trends are available for all 243 seats.

BJP is leading 80, JDU in 83, LJP (RV) in 23, RID in 36, Congress 6



and Others 15.

Both Deputy Chief Ministers and BJP candidates Vijay Kumar Sinha
and Samrat Choudhary are leading. Maithili Thakur of BJP is also leading in
Alinagar seat, and senior BIP leader Mangal Pandey is leading in Siwan.
Tejashwi Prasad Yadav of RID is trailing behind Satish Kumar of
BJP in Raghopur. Senior BIP leader Dr. Prem Kumar is leading in Gaya
Town.

243 Returning Officers (ROs) are overseeing the process, assisted by
243 Counting Observers, in the presence of contesting candidates and their
authorised agents. Over 18,000 counting agents appointed by candidates
are monitoring the counting process to ensure fairness and transparency.

Bihar had registered a historic voter turnout of 67.13 per cent in the
elections to the 243-member assembly in two phases on November 6 and
November 11.

Adequate number of Central Armed Police Force (CAPF) and
personnel of the Bihar Police have been deployed across the state to
ensure smooth counting, and prevent any untoward incident. 106
companies of security personnel from outside the state have also been
deployed.

A two-tier security has been ensured at the counting centres. While
the inner tier has been assigned to the CAPF, state police have been
deployed at the outer rung. Besides, 24/7 CCTV surveillance and other
security provisions are in place.
