All arrangements have been put in place for second and final phase



of assembly elections in Bihar. 122 constituencies spread over 20 districts
will go to polls in this phase tomorrow. More than 3 crore 70 lakh voters
will decide the fate of one thousand 302 candidates including 136 women.
The voting will begin at 7 am and will conclude at 6 in the evening, except
for 7 constituencies, where it will end at 5 pm for security reasons. Director
General of Police Vinay Kumar said that, from a security point of view, the
borders adjoining Nepal and the inter-state borders with Uttar Pradesh,
West Bengal, and Jharkhand have been sealed and regular patrolling is
underway. The operation of the Maitri Express train service between
Jainagar, Madhubani and to Janakpur in Nepal has been suspended till the
completion of polling. Election Commission has established a state-of-the-
art Control and Command Centre at the Chief Electoral Officer’s office in
Patna to oversee the entire election process. Similar control rooms have
also been set up in all 20 district headquarters. To convey the message of
women'’s empowerment, 595 polling stations will be managed entirely by
women polling staff, while 21 PwD polling booths will be operated by
differently-abled personnel. Additionally, 316 model polling stations have
been established.

COP 30

The 30th UN Climate Change Conference, or COP30, will begin today
in Belém, Brazil, with hopes it will be a turning point for the Global South.
Talks will focus on implementing the Paris Agreement, climate finance, and
adaptation plans, as countries move from promises to action. This is the
first COP where the full Paris policy cycle is in effect.

India will highlight its clean energy progress, having reached its 50%
non-fossil power target ahead of schedule, while pushing for practical
adaptation indicators. Brazil's presidency has urged nations to “shift from
negotiation to delivery.” The summit also saw the launch of the Tropical
Forests Forever Facility to reward forest conservation, with India joining as
an observer. Scientists warn the 1.5°C limit will be temporarily breached,
adding urgency to global climate action.

The External
Affairs Ministry said that the Prime Minister’s visit will provide an
opportunity for both sides to deliberate on ways to further enhance and
strengthen bilateral partnership, and exchange views on regional and wider
issues of mutual interest.

EMINENT-POET DIED

Eminent Poet and lyricist Ande Sri, author of the iconic Telangana
State Song ... ‘Jaya Jayahe Telangana’ passed away in Hyderabad this
morning. He was 64. He was taken to the Gandhi Hospital in the city, after
developing severe health complications at his residence. However, he
passed away while being treated. Born in Rebarthi village of Siddipet
district in 1961 as Ande Yellanna, Ande Sri became one of the most
celebrated figures in Telugu literature. He penned "Jaya Jayahe
Telangana," which became the rallying cry of millions during the movement
for separate statehood and has been adopted as the official State Anthem.
In recognition of his monumental contributions to the Telangana
movement and literature, Kakatiya University conferred an honorary
doctorate upon him. Recently, the Telangana state government honoured
him with a cash award of One crore rupees, during the state Formation
Day celebrations. Chief Minister A Revanth Reddy, Union Coal Mines
Minister Kishan Reddy and top leaders across political parties expressed
deep shock over his demise.
