BIHAR ELECTIONS

The election campaigning for the second and final phase of the Bihar
Assembly elections has gained further momentum. Along with senior
leaders of the NDA and the Mahagathbandhan, leaders of other parties
have also put their full strength into campaigning. In the districts of
Seemanchal, Magadh, Shahabad, and Champaran regions, star
campaigners and senior leaders of various parties are conducting intensive
election campaigns. Senior BJP leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi
will address two public meetings today in Aurangabad and Kaimur districts.
From the Congress party, senior leader Rahul Gandhi will address public
meetings in Bhagalpur and Banka, while the Congress President Mallikarjun
Kharge will attend rallies in Gaya and Rohtas. The Mahagathbandhan’s
chief ministerial candidate Tejashwi Prasad Yadav will address 18 public
meetings in Purnea, Araria, Bhagalpur, and Banka. In the second and final
phase of the assembly elections, voting will be held on 11th November in
122 assembly constituencies across 20 districts, while the counting of votes
will take place on November 14.

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IND - JAMAICA HURRICANE RELIEF

India has delivered humanitarian aid to Jamaica for disaster relief
from devastation caused by Hurricane Melissa. In a social media post, the
High Commission of India in Jamaica said that a consignment of around 20
tonnes of Humanitarian Aid and Disaster Relief was sent to the Caribbean
Nation through an aircraft of the Indian Air Force yesterday. It added that
the relief materials include the special BHISHM Medical Trauma Unit,
generators, tents, bedding, mats, kitchen kits, solar lanterns, hygiene kits,
and other essential supplies to support post-hurricane recovery. The
consignment was handed over by High Commissioner of India to Jamaica,
Mayank Joshi to Jamaican Minister of Foreign Affairs & Foreign Trade,
Kamina Johnson Smith.

PAK AFGHAN PEACE TALKS

Pakistan and Afghanistan have exchanged blame over brief cross-
border clashes as delegations from both countries met in Istanbul, Turkey,
to finalize a ceasefire following deadly clashes last month. The talks aim to
implement a truce agreed on October 19 in Qatar, which ended a week of
fighting that killed dozens, including soldiers and civilians, and left



hundreds injured.

Security remains the central issue, with Pakistan accusing
Afghanistan of harboring groups like the Pakistan Taliban (TTP), blamed
for attacks in Pakistan. The Taliban government in Kabul denies the
allegations.

The third round of negotiations is underway in Istanbul. Afghan
government spokesman Zabihullah Mujahid reported that Pakistani forces
opened fire on Spin Boldak in Kandahar province, raising concerns among
locals.
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
