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EVE BIHAR FIRST PHASE (WITH V/C)

The campaigning for the first phase of the Bihar Assembly elections
ended this evening. In the first phase, polling will be held on 6th of this
month in 121 Assembly constituencies spread across 18 districts. During
the first phase political fate of total one thousand 314 candidates will be
decided by more than three crore 75 lakh electorates.

In this phase, voters will exercise their franchise in the state,
including Patna, Darbhanga, Madhepura, Saharsa, Muzaffarpur, Gopalganj,
Siwan, Saran, Vaishali, Samastipur, Begusarai, Lakhisarai, Munger,
Sheikhpura, Nalanda, Buxar, and Bhojpur districts. On the last day of
campaigning, star campaigners and senior leaders from both the NDA and
the Mahagathbandhan made every last ditch effort to woo the voters in
support of their party candidates.



The Election Commission has made elaborate security arrangements
for the first phase. According to the Election Commission, for the first time,
one General Observer will be deployed in each constituency. Webcasting
will be conducted at all polling stations to closely monitor the electoral
process. The District Magistrates and Superintendents of Police have been
instructed to maintain zero tolerance towards any violence. Adequate
Central Armed Police Forces (CAPF) will also be deployed. In the first

phase of the Bihar Assembly elections, the political fortunes of 16
ministers from the Nitish Kumar-led government will be at stake,

out of which 11 belong to the BJP. From the BJP, Deputy Chief
Ministers Samrat Choudhary and Vijay Kumar Sinha are among
the prominent candidates contesting from Tarapur and Lakhisarai
constituencies, respectively. The Chief Ministerial candidate of the
Mahagathbandhan, Tejashwi Prasad Yadav, is contesting for the
third time from the Raghopur Assembly constituency. His
estranged elder brother, Tej Pratap Yadav, is contesting from the
Mahua constituency in Vaishali district as a candidate of his own
party, the Jan Shakti Janta Dal. Former Bihar State BJP President
and Health Minister Mangal Pandey is in the fray from the Siwan
Assembly constituency. JD(U) nominee and seven-time MLA

Shravan Kumar is seeking a record eighth term election from the
Nalanda constituency. A close associate of Chief Minister Nitish

Kumar and Water Resources Minister Vijay Kumar Choudhary,
who has been elected six times earlier, is contesting from the
Sarai Ranjan constituency of Samastipur.

In the second phase, 122 assembly constituencies across 20 districts
will go to the polls on 11th of this month, and the counting of votes will
take place on 14th November. A total of 90 thousand 712 polling booths
will be set up for over seven crore 43 lakh voters across the state.

REV. SIR PHASE 2-LAUNCH

The second round of Special Intensive Revision (SIR) exercise has
been launched by the Election Commission of India (EC) today. The
exercise is covering nine states and three Union territories with a combined
electorate of around 51 crore. The large-scale revision of the electoral rolls
will conclude with the publication of the final voter list on February 7, 2026.
The new phase of SIR will include the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands, Lakshadweep, Chhattisgarh, Goa, Gujarat Kerala,
Madhya Pradesh, Puducherry, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, Uttar
Pradesh, and West Bengal. Among these, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry,
Kerala, and West Bengal are due for assembly elections in 2026.
The Enumeration phase will run till December 4. Draft Electoral
Rolls will be published on December 9, followed by claims and
objections till January 8, 2026. Hearings and verification will be
held from December 9 to January 31, 2026. Voter lists in these 12
States and UTs are already frozen. Booth Level Officers will

distribute Unique Enumeration Forms to current registered voters.
These forms include their current voter details. If their name also

appeared on the 2003 voter list they don’t need to submit any
extra documents. According to the EC, the SIR aims to ensure that

no _eligible citizen is left out of the rolls while removing ineligible
names, including illegal migrants. The process involves verifying
voters’ place of birth, which officials say will help identify non-

citizens, particularly in light of recent crackdowns on illegal
migrants from Bangladesh and Myanmar.

REV DAY PREZ UTTARAKHNAD VISIT

President Droupadi Murmu has said that education is not just a
means of self-reliance, but also an inspiration for the development of
society and the nation.

Welcoming the Israeli Foreign Minister and delegation, Dr Jaishankar added
that India and Israel have a strategic partnership and both nations have
stood together through testing times and created a relationship with a very
high degree of trust. The External Affairs Minister said that in recent times
India has developed many new capabilities, especially in rail, road, port
infrastructure, renewable energy and health. He expressed that Indian
businesses are keen to explore opportunities in Israel, and Indian workers
in growing numbers are also present today in Israel. Dr Jaishankar further
mentioned that both India and Israel share a history of cooperation in
semiconductors and cyber, and India looks forward to Israel’s presence at
the AI Impact Summit in February next year. He looked forward to further
deliberations with the Israeli Foreign Minister and said that this visit of the
delegation provides an opportunity to review bilateral cooperation between

the two nations.
