RUSSIA-NUCLEAR MISSILE

Russian President Vladimir Putin has said that Russia has begun
developing the next generation nuclear-powered cruise missiles.
Addressing an award ceremony for weapons developers in the Kremlin,
President Putin said, the nuclear-capable weapons were of historic
significance for Russia and for the entire 21st century. He said, the speed
of the next generation of nuclear-powered cruise missiles will be more than
three times the speed of sound, and in the future, they will even become
hypersonic.

Mr. Putin said, all their plans for the development of promising
weapons systems, for the development of the defence sector, for
equipping the Russian army and Navy with state-of-the-art weapons and
vehicles are being implemented. Mr Putin added that the newest Avangard
strategic missile system has entered combat duty. President Putin
highlighted that they have developed and put on duty, and launched mass
production of the Oreshnik intermediate-range missile system. He pointed
out that they have also equipped their intercontinental ballistic missiles and
submarine missiles with advanced warheads. The Russian President
handed over state awards to developers of the country's nuclear-powered
Burevestnik missile and Poseidon unmanned underwater vehicle.
Meanwhile, US President Donald Trump directed the Pentagon to restart
nuclear weapons testing. The US president said he gave the order because

of other countries testing programs.

REV IKSHAK SHIP COMMISSION

The Indian Navy will formally commission the Ikshak ship into the
service at Naval Base in Kochi, tomorrow. The commission ceremony will
be held in the presence of Chief of the Naval Staff, Admiral Dinesh K
Tripathi. The Ministry of Defence informed that Ikshak will enhance the
Indian Navy's hydrographic survey capabilities along with the third vessel
of the Survey Vessel class and the first to be based at the Southern Naval

Command.

The Ministry said that Ikshak stands as a shining example of India’s
growing self-reliance in shipbuilding. It added that the name ‘Ikshak’,
meaning ‘Guide’ in Sanskrit, aptly defines the ship’s role as a sentinel of

precision and purpose. The vessel is designed to undertake full-scale



coastal and deep-water hydrographic surveys of ports, harbours, and
navigational channels. The data generated will be vital for ensuring safe

navigation at sea, strengthening India’s maritime safety framework.

GOYAL-NEW ZEALAND

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INDIAN-AMERICAN-VIRGINIA

In United States, India-born Ghazala Hashmi has made history by
winning the Virginia Lieutenant Governor’s race, becoming the first South
Asian American, and the first Indian-origin woman to hold the post. The
61-year-old Democrat defeated Republican John Reid, six years after she
first made history as a Virginia state senator. Hashmi will succeed
Republican Winsome Earle-Sears, the first woman to serve in the role. Born
in Hyderabad in 1964, Ms. Hashmi spent her early years in the Malakpet
area before moving to the United States at the age of four, where her
father, a scholar pursuing a PhD in international relations in Georgia, later
