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MORN BIHAR-RESULT

The ruling National Democratic Alliance (NDA) has secured a
thumping majority in the Bihar Assembly elections, winning 202 seats in
the 243-member House. The results for all the constituencies were
declared by the Election Commission last night. A party or an alliance
needs 122 seats to form the government in the state.

The BIP emerged as the largest party, winning 89 seats. Its ally,
Chief Minister Nitish Kumar-led Janata Dal (United), won 85 seats, while
Union Minister Chirag Paswan-led Lok Janshakti Party (Ram Vilas) bagged
19 seats. Hindustani Awam Morcha (Secular), headed by former Chief
Minister Jitan Ram Manjhi, won five seats, while Upendra Kushwaha-led
Rashtriya Lok Morcha bagged four seats.

Deputy Chief Ministers Samrat Choudhary and Vijay Kumar Sinha,
and state ministers Prem Kumar, Maheshwar Hazari and Sanjay Saraogi,
and BJP's Maithili Thakur were among prominent winners from the NDA
camp.

The RID-led Mahagathbandhan managed to win only 35 seats.The
Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD) bagged 25 seats, while the Congress won six
seats, the Communist Party of India (Marxist-Leninist) Liberation two seats
and the CPI(M) and Indian Inclusive Party bagged one seat each.
Hyderabad MP Asaduddin Owaisi-led AIMIM won five seats, while Bahujan
Samaj Party (BSP) got one seat.

RID leader and Mahagathbandhan's Chief Ministerial face Tejashwi
Yadav and CPI(ML) Liberation's Sandeep Saurav were among prominent
winners from the opposition camp.

Prashant Kishor's Jan Suraaj party failed to secure any seats in the
Bihar elections.

The state registered a historic voter turnout of 67.13 per cent in the
two-phase elections held on 6th and 11th of this month.
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PM-ADDRESS-BIHAR WIN

Senior BJP Leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi stated that the
victory in the Bihar Assembly Elections is a mandate for the politics of
development and a rejection of the politics of nepotism. Addressing party
workers at the BJP Headquarters in New Delhi last evening, Mr. Modi said
that this is a victory for the women of Bihar, who had to face the wrath of
the RID's jungle raj. He congratulated the people for reposing their faith in
democracy and the Election Commission by voting in record nhumbers. He
called it a victory for democracy, which has strengthened trust in the
country’s electoral process. Mr. Modi also noted that the re-polling figures
reflect a significant change. He pointed out that, in the past, there was
hardly any election in Bihar without re-polling, but this time, voting took
place peacefully. The Prime Minister emphasized that the voters have given
massive support for the purification of electoral rolls, and it is now the duty
of all parties to activate their workers to clean up the voter lists. He stated
that the nation is now voting for genuine social justice — a vision where
every family is granted opportunity, respect, and equality; a society where
there is no room for appeasement, and the focus is on universal
satisfaction. He further accused the Mahagathbandhan of appeasement
and divisive politics.

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PM-GUJARAT VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a day-long visit to Gujarat
today. During his visit, the Prime Minister will participate in a programme at
Dediapada in Narmada district on the occasion of Janjatiya Gaurav Divas,
marking 150th birth anniversary celebration of legendary tribal leader and
freedom fighter Bhagwan Birsa Munda. Mr Modi will also inaugurate and
lay the foundation stone of various development projects worth over 9
thousand 700 crore rupees aimed at uplifting tribal communities and
improving infrastructure in rural and remote areas of the region.

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CHINA-JAPAN TENSIONS

The Chinese government has urged its citizens to avoid visiting Japan
as recent remarks by Japanese Prime Minister Sanae Takaichi on country's
potential involvement in a Taiwan contingency grow into a wider diplomatic
row. China's Foreign Ministry said provocative comments by Japan's leader
have caused the atmosphere surrounding people-to-people exchanges to
deteriorate severely, posing significant risks to the safety of Chinese people
in Japan. It also claimed that Japan has become less safe this year, calling
on Chinese people who live in Japan to pay attention to the law and order
situation in the country and remain vigilant so as not to fall victim to
crimes.

The travel alert, coming after a series of warnings to Japan from the
Chinese government, appears to be part of Beijing's effort to cast Tokyo as
being responsible for heightening bilateral tensions because of its position
toward China. Prime Minister Takaichi had told a parliamentary committee
session last week that a Chinese military attack on Taiwan could present a
survival-threatening situation for Japan, possibly leading it to exercise its
right to collective self-defense.

Indian bowlers dominated the innings with Jasprit Bumrah
taking five wicket, while Mohammad Siraj and Kuldeep Yadav picked up
two wickets each. The second and final Test match of the series will be
played in Guwahati from 22nd of this month. With crucial World Test
Championship (WTC) 2025-27 points on the line, Indian side aims to
strengthen its push for a top-two finish and a spot in the 2027 WTC final to
be held at Lord’s in UK. Team India sits at the third position in the WTC
