MEA BRIEFING - PM G20

Secretary (Economic Relations) in the Ministry of External Affairs, Sudhakar
Dalela, has underlined the significance of the G20 Summit Johannesburg
for India, highlighting the country’s key contributions and the enduring
legacy of its G20 presidency. Addressing a special press briefing in
Johannesburg yesterday, Mr. Dalela said under the overarching theme of
solidarity, equality and sustainability, this year's G20 has delivered a strong
message on four key priorities identified by the South African presidency.
These include strengthening disaster resilience and response, ensuring
debt sustainability for low-income countries, harnessing critical minerals for
sustainable economic growth, and mobilizing finance for a just energy
transition. He noted that several initiatives and outcomes shaped during
India’s G20 Presidency have continued to evolve, gather momentum, and
translate into concrete progress across the grouping, and have been
effectively carried forward by South Africa during its presidency. Reflecting
on Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s interventions during the summit, Mr.
Dalela said the Prime Minister appreciated the South African Presidency’s
work in critical areas including skilled migration, tourism, food security,



artificial intelligence, the digital economy, innovation, and women's
empowerment. Elaborating India’s approach to growth, development and
well-being for all, the Secretary (ER) highlighted that Prime Minister
Narendra Modi proposed six actionable steps for the G20 to consider.
These include creation of G20 Global Traditional Knowledge Repository,
G20 Africa-Skills Multiplier, G20 Global Healthcare Response Team, G20
Open Satellite Data Partnership, G20 Critical Minerals Circularity Initiative
and G20 Initiative on Countering the Drug-Terror Nexus. Mr. Dalela said
the Prime Minister also reiterated the importance of ensuring a stronger
voice for the Global South in global governance structure. In this context,
he said the Prime Minister recalled the inclusion of the African Union as a
permanent member of the G20 during India’s presidency in New Delhi two
years ago, a major step forward and stressed that this spirit of inclusivity
must continue beyond the G20. He also highlighted that the Prime Minister
recalled the Deccan Principles on food security, adopted during India’s
presidency, and expressed hope that this approach would form the basis
for creating a comprehensive G20 roadmap on food security. Mr Dalela
added that the Prime Minister called upon developed countries to fulfil their
climate action commitments, particularly in providing affordable finance
and technology to developing nations in a timely manner

The G20 Leaders’ Summit will conclude at Johannesburg in South
Africa today. Prime Minister Narendra Modi will participate in the third
session of the summit, themed “A Fair and Just Future for All - Critical
Minerals, Decent Work, and Artificial Intelligence. Mr Modi reached
Johannesburg on Friday on a three-day visit to South Africa to participate
in the G20 Summit hosted on African soil for the first time. Our
Correspondent covering the Prime Minister's visit has filed this report:.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will join his counterparts and make an
intervention during the third session of the G20 Summit, today. Before the
session, Prime Minister Modi will attend the India-Brazil-South Africa (IBSA)
Leaders’ Meeting. IBSA is a unique trilateral forum bringing together three



major democracies and emerging economies from Asia, South America,
and Africa. India, Brazil, and South Africa share common developmental
priorities and are pluralistic, multi-cultural, multi-ethnic, multi-lingual, and
multi-religious societies. On the sidelines of the Summit today, Prime
Minister Modi is scheduled to hold bilateral meetings with South African
President Cyril Ramaphosa, Japanese Prime Minister Sanae Taka, Canadian
Prime Minister Mark Carney, and Italian Prime Minister Giorgia Meloni.
Later, in the evening, PM Modi will depart for New Delhi. Asonuo/

REV. DAY ARTICLE 240-CHANDIGARH

The Government has proposed to include the Union Territory of
Chandigarh under the ambit of Article 240 of the Constitution. As per a
bulletin of the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha, Constitution 131 Amendment
Bill 2025 will be introduced in the upcoming Winter session of Parliament
for this purpose. The proposed Bill seeks to include Chandigarh in Article
240 of the Constitution of India, in alignment with other Union Territories
without legislatures such as Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Lakshadweep,
Dadra and Nagar Haveli and Daman and Diu. This will open the door to an
independent administrator in the Union Territory of Chandigarh. The
Punjab Governor is currently the Administrator of Chandigarh.

Article 240 of the Constitution grants the power to the President to



make regulations for the peace, progress and effective governance of
certain Union territories, including the Andaman and Nicobar Islands,
Lakshadweep, and Dadra and Nagar Haveli and Daman and Diu.
The Winter Session of Parliament is set to begin on 1st of next month

and will continue till 19th of December.

Speaking at an event at the Gateway of
India to mark the 17th anniversary of the 26/11 attack that is coming up,
Mr. Fadnavis said it was not merely an attack on Taj and Trident hotels.
Mumbai is the economic capital of India, and an attack on the city was an
attack on the sovereignty of the country, he said. The Mumbai terror
attack, during which Pakistani terrorists entered the city by sea route on
November 26, 2008, and caused mayhem, claimed at least 166
lives.Though 17 years have passed, there is still pain in our hearts, Mr.
Fadnavis further said. He lauded security agencies for managing to seize
3,000 kg of RDX which was to be used to conduct terror strikes in Mumbai
and other cities. Director General of NIA Sadanand Date, Amruta Fadnavis,
Dy.CM Eknath Shinde, Relience founders Nita and Mukesh Ambani, various
actors,singers and families of the martyrs of the 26/11 attacks and various
dignitaries were present.
