MOR PM-G20 SUMMIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will participate in the G20 Leaders
Summit at Johannesburg in South Africa beginning today. During the three-
day gathering, Mr Modi will participate in all sessions and present India’s
key priorities, including Global South concerns, sustainable development,
climate action, energy transition and reforms in global governance. This
marks Prime Minister Modi's 12th G20 Summit appearance since taking
office in 2014. This year’s gathering carries special significance as it is the
first time the Summit is being hosted on the African continent. The theme
for 2025 is “Solidarity, Equality and Sustainability.” Under its Presidency,
South Africa has focused on key priorities, including strengthening disaster
resilience, ensuring debt sustainability for low-income countries, mobilizing
finance for a just energy transition, and harnessing critical minerals to
promote inclusive and sustainable growth. Prime Minister Modi arrived in
Johannesburg last evening to attend the three day Summit. Our
correspondent covering the Prime Minister's visit has filed this report:

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will participate in the G20

leaders’ Summit starting today. PM Modi will present India’s

perspective on key global issues shaping the Summit’s agenda.
The day’s highlights include the Prime Minister holding several

bilateral meetings on the sidelines of the Summit. The opening
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session will focus on "Inclusive and Sustainable Economic Growth
- Leaving No One Behind.” The G20, the premier forum for

international economic cooperation, plays a critical role in shaping
global economic stability. At its inception, the G20 comprised 19
countries and the European Union. The African Union was
inducted as a permanent member under India’s presidency in
2023. India’s G20 Presidency has been regarded as a model for
addressing global challenges, quided by Prime Minister Modi’s
vision of an inclusive, ambitious, and decisive approach. India

showcased its best practices, values, and cultural heritage
reflecting the ancient philosophy of "Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam -

One Earth, One Family, One Future.”-Asonuo , Akashvani News,
Johannesburgq.

During its Presidency from December 2022 to November
2023, India hosted more than 200 meetings across 60 cities,
representing all 28 States and 8 Union Territories. The Presidency
witnessed participation on an unprecedented scale, with over one
lakh attendees, including 30,000 delegates from 135 nationalities.

India’s leadership provided a clear roadmap for transforming

the G20 into a t human-centric platform, laying the groundwork
for a more inclusive, equitable, and sustainable global future.

PM-SOUTH AFRICA MEETINGS

Prime Minister Narendra Modi held talks with his Australian
counterpart, Anthony Albanese, on the sidelines of the G20 Summit at
Johannesburg in South Africa yesterday. Mr Modi arrived in Johannesburg
last evening to attend the three day G20 Leaders’ Summit.

Both leaders expressed satisfaction at the substantial deepening and
diversification of bilateral ties, as India and Australia mark five years of
their Comprehensive Strategic Partnership. The two leaders discussed



enhancing bilateral cooperation across a wide range of areas, including
defence and security, critical minerals, trade and investment, education,
and people-to-people exchanges. Both leaders reaffirmed their
commitment to strengthening the global fight against terrorism. Australian
Prime Minister also extended his condolences to the families on the recent
terror attack in India.

In a social media post, Mr Modi said, during their talks, they
emphasized three key sectors, defence and security, nuclear energy and
trade, where there is immense potential for ties to grow further. The other
sectors discussed included education and cultural exchanges.

Prime Minister Modi also held a meeting with the South African
multinational internet and technology company, Naspers' chairman Koos
Bekker and CEO Fabricio Bloisi. They discussed expanding investments in
India’s digital ecosystem, Al, Startup and space sectors and explore new
avenues in consumer market and technology. Ministry of External Affairs
Spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal in a social media post said, Naspers’ success
in India reflects ease of doing business and the strength of the Startup
ecosystem in India.

Later, Prime Minister Modi interacted with Indian origin tech
entrepreneurs and members of the Indian community based in South Africa
at Johannesburg and called upon them to deepen their engagement with
India.

SHAH-LABOUR CODES

NEPAL -GEN-Z TALKS

Talks have begun between representatives of Gen-Z and the local
administration at the Armed Police Force headquarters in Pathlaiya in Bara
District of Nepal. Eighteen people from the Gen-Z group, along with Chief
District Officer and heads of various security agencies, are participating in
the discussions on behalf of the local administration on Friday evening.

The situation in Bara had been tense due to conflicts between Gen-Z
groups and CPN (UML) cadres in Simara, which led to a two-day curfew
imposed by the local administration. The Gen-Z protesters accused the CPN
(UML) cadres of assaulting them and demanded action against those
responsible. In response, the police arrested three individuals in connection
with the incident.

Meanwhile, on Friday individuals injured during the Gen-Z
demonstrations on September 8-9 staged a sit-in at Maitighar of
Kathmandu. The demonstrators called for accountability from those who
used force during the protests and for the establishment of justice.
