 A special court of National Investigation Agency, NIA has sentenced 
two more accused to imprisonment in Pakistan-linked Visakhapatnam Navy 
espionage case. The special court in Visakhapatnam sentenced the two 
accused to 5 years and 10 months of imprisonment. It has also imposed a 
fine of five thousand rupees. NIA said in a statement that with this, a total 
of six accused have been convicted and sentenced in the case so far.  
 As per investigations, both men had come in contact with Pakistan 



intelligence agents through a social media app. They had received 
monetary benefits in lieu of secret and classified information from Pakistan 
agents. Further investigation and trial against other accused persons in the

INDIA EU FTA-NEGOTIATIONS 

A senior team of negotiators from the European Union (EU) visited New 
Delhi for negotiations with Indian counterparts on the proposed India-EU 
Free Trade Agreement (FTA). The week-long negotiations which 
commenced on the 3rd of this month, concluded yesterday. Commerce and 
Industry Ministry said, during the period, discussions were held towards a 
comprehensive, balanced, and mutually beneficial trade agreement. 
Deliberations during this period covered a wide range of chapters, including 
goods, services, investment, trade, sustainable development, rules of 
origin, and technical trade barriers. 
 Commerce Secretary Rajesh Agrawal also held detailed meetings with 
Director-General for Trade of European Commission Ms. Sabine Weyand 
and took stock of the progress achieved across negotiating tracks. The 
Commerce Secretary reaffirmed India’s commitment to achieving an 
outcome that promotes economic growth and development while ensuring 
a fair and balanced distribution of benefits. Both sides reaffirmed 
commitment to a comprehensive and balanced trade agreement.

PREZ-AFRICA VISIT (ATTN WEBSITE) 
 President Droupadi Murmu will be on a State Visit to Angola and 
Botswana from the 8th to the 13th November. This is the first ever visit by 
an Indian head of state to the two African nations. The visit will focus on 
enhancing partnerships in areas like trade, defence and people-to-people 
ties. It also signifies India’s commitment to continuous and positive 



engagement 
with Africa and the partners from the Global South. In the first leg of the 
visit from 8th to 11th November, the President will be in Angola at the 
invitation of her counterpart Joao Lourenco. She will hold bilateral talks 
with the President of Angola and is also 
scheduled to address the Angolan Parliament. On 11th November, 
President Murmu will attend the 50th anniversary celebrations of Angola’s 
independence. She will also interact with the members of Indian 
community of Angola. 
 India and Angola are celebrating 40 years of diplomatic relations this 
year. The two countries enjoy close ties of friendship and cooperation 
manifest in many sectors. While partnership in the energy sector is the 
most important, there also have been interactions on collaboration in 
agriculture, health, infrastructure and capacity building. Earlier in May this 
year, Angola’s President Joao Lourenco’s visit to New Delhi had resulted in 
signing of three MoUs on cooperation in Ayurveda and traditional 
medicines, agriculture and cultural cooperation. Angola had also signed the 
framework agreement for the International Solar Alliance.  
 The current visit by the Indian President is an opportunity, not just to 
review the existing ties but also to explore possibilities in newer areas like 
space technology and digital public infrastructure, which has emerged as 
an important area of expertise for India. Angola is currently also the Chair 
of the African Union. It may be recalled that it was under India’s 
Presidency that the African Union was made a member of the G20. The 
interactions with Angola thus also have a bearing on India’s engagements 
with the larger African region.  
 During the second leg of the visit, i.e. from 11th to 13th of 
November, President Droupadi Murmu will be in Botswana. Her programme 
here includes bilateral talks with her counterpart President Duma Boko, an 
address to the National Assembly of Botswana and visit to sites of cultural 
and historical importance.

India and Botswana share the highest ideals of democracy and rule of law 
and will be celebrating 60 years of diplomatic relations next year. 
Botswan's Vision 2036 document 
aspires to diversify its economy and to become a high-income society. This 
is an opportunity for India to understand Botswana’s priorities, and explore 
how Indian business community can partner with their Botswana 



counterpart. While traditionally, the trade between the two countries has 
been dominated by diamond and gems, there are promising opportunities 
in sectors like healthcare, mining, digital banking and medical tourism. 
 India is also engaging with Botswana for translocation of cheetahs to 
India as part of Project Cheetah. Ministry of External Affairs have stated 
that Botswana have indicated their readiness to collaborate in this area and 
expressed hope that the Cheetahs would be moving to India very soon. 
 In recent times, India’s engagements with Africa have seen growth 
across all key pillars. Be it opening of 17 New Missions in the continent or 
facilitating African Union’s membership of G20, India has focused on this 
region as part of its general efforts at engaging the Global South. There 
have been numerous high level engagements and the current visit of 
President 
Droupadi Murmu is in line with the priority that India attaches to Africa.

CIVIL AVIATION-DELHI AIRPORT 

 Civil Aviation Ministry has said that Airports Authority of India at 
Indira Gandhi International Airport in Delhi has addressed the technical 
issue in the Automatic Message Switching System, AMSS which caused 
delays in processing flight plan messages. The AMSS systems are up and 
functional now. Several domestic and international flights at the airport 
were delayed due to the technical issue. 
 In a statement, the Ministry assured that the situation regarding 
flight delays in Delhi airport will be normal soon. Due to some backlogs, 
there may be some delays in the normal functioning of automated 
operations, but the situation will be normal soon.  
 The Ministry said that the issue was detected yesterday in the IP-
based AMSS system. A review meeting was immediately conducted by Civil 
Aviation Secretary with Airports Authority of India (AAI) Chairman and 
other officials, and necessary directions were given to address the issues.  
 The Original Equipment Manufacturer was engaged, and additional 
staff were deployed to manually process Flight Plans for the Air Traffic 
Control system to ensure uninterrupted and safe air traffic operations. A 
team comprising officials from Electronics Corporation of India Limited and

PM-VARANASI VISIT 

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will flag off four new Vande Bharat 
Express trains at Varanasi in Uttar Pradesh today. Mr Modi reached his 
parliamentary constituency Varanasi last evening. Upon Mr Modi's arrival, 
the people of the city and party workers gave him a grand welcome.  
 The new Vande Bharat Express trains will operate on the Banaras-
Khajuraho, Lucknow-Saharanpur, Firozpur-Delhi, and Ernakulam-Bengaluru 
routes. These trains will reduce travel time, and enhance regional mobility, 
promote tourism, and support economic activity across the country. 
 The Banaras-Khajuraho Vande Bharat will establish direct 
connectivity on this route and save about 2 hours 40 minutes compared to 
the special trains currently in operation. It will connect some of India’s 
most revered religious and cultural destinations, including Varanasi, 
Prayagraj, Chitrakoot, and Khajuraho. The Lucknow-Saharanpur Vande 
Bharat will cover the journey in approximately 7 hours 45 minutes, saving 
nearly 1 hour of travel time. It will greatly benefit passengers from 
Lucknow, Sitapur, Shahjahanpur, Bareilly, Moradabad, Bijnor, and 
Saharanpur, while also improving access to the holy city of Haridwar via 
Roorkee. The Firozpur-Delhi Vande Bharat will be the fastest train on this 
route, completing the journey in just 6 hours 40 minutes. The Firozpur-
Delhi Vande Bharat Express will strengthen connectivity between the 
national capital and key cities in Punjab, including Firozpur, Bathinda, and 
Patiala.  
 In Southern India, the Ernakulam-Bengaluru Vande Bharat will 
reduce travel time by over 2 hours, completing the journey in 8 hours 40 
minutes. It will connect major IT and commercial hubs, providing 
professionals, students, and tourists with a faster and more comfortable 
travel option. <><><>

MAOISTS -CHHATTISGARH 
 In a breakthrough for Chhattisgarh’s anti-Naxal campaign, all active 
members of the Udanti Area Committee—a key Maoist unit operating in the 
Gariaband-Dhamtari-Nuwapara division—have surrendered to the police, 
marking a decisive blow to insurgent activity in the region. According to 
police officials, the surrender, which took place in Raipur before Inspector 
General Amresh Mishra, involved seven Maoists, including two top 
commanders carrying bounties of Rs 8 lakh each.
