PM-G20 OPENING DAY

Prime Minister Narendra Modi proposed six new initiatives aimed at
global development on the opening day of G20 Leaders' Summit in
Johannesburg, South Africa yesterday. These include the setting up of a
Global Traditional Knowledge Repository, Africa Skills Multiplier program,
Global Healthcare Response Team, initiative on Countering the drug-terror
Nexus, Open Satellite Data Partnership, and a Critical Minerals Circularity
initiative.

Addressing the two sessions on the opening day of the Summit, Mr
Modi said, these initiatives elaborate India’s approach to growth,
development and well-being for all. He said, they will help achieve all-
round growth.

Speaking during the first session on inclusive and sustainable
economic growth, the Prime Minister said, the G20 Global Traditional



Knowledge Repository will harness collective wisdom of humanity for the
benefit of future generations. The Africa Skills Multiplier program will aim
to establish a pool of one million certified trainers for skilling the youth in
Africa. He said, this will create local capacities and foster long-term
development in the continent. Mr Modi also proposed the setting up a G20
Global Healthcare Response Team which will comprise healthcare experts
from each of the G20 countries and could be deployed to deal with global
health challenges in any part of the world. He also suggested a G20
Initiative on Countering the Drug-Terror Nexus to overcome the challenge
of drug trafficking and break the drug-terror economy.

Speaking during the second session on 'a Resilient World', Prime
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PM-WORLD LEADERS MEETINGS

Prime Minister Narendra Modi met several world leaders on sidelines
of the G20 summit in Johannesburg yesterday. In a social media post, the
Prime Minister said they together reaffirmed shared commitment to global
progress and prosperity. Mr Modi met his British counterpart Keir Starmer,
Malaysian Prime Minister Anwar Ibrahim, French President Emmanuel
Macron, German Chancellor Friedrich Merz, South Korea’s President Lee
Jae-myung, Brazilian President Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva and UN Secretary-
General Antonio Guterres. Prime Minister Modi also interacted with
President of Sierra Leone Julius Maada Bio, Singapore Prime Minister
Lawrence Wong

Mr Modi in a social media post said, he had a wonderful meeting with
Prime Minister Starmer. He said, this year has brought new energy to the
India—UK partnership and they will keep driving it forward across many
domains.

The Prime Minister stated that he had a great exchange of views with
his Malaysian counterpart and added that the two countries will continue to
work together to diversify bilateral cooperation.

On his interaction with French President, Mr Modi said he had an
engaging exchange with him on different issues. He said, India and France
ties remain a force for global good.



Prime Minister Modi also held discussion with Angola’s President and
African Union Chair Joao Manuel Gongalves Lourenco. He said, India values
its friendship with Angola and both countries are working to expand trade
and cultural linkages. Mr Modi also met Ethiopian Prime Minister Abiy
Ahmed Ali, describing India-Ethiopia ties as a partnership rooted in history
and strengthened by developmental cooperation.

On his meeting with Vietnam’s Prime Minister Pham Minh Chinh, Mr
Modi affirmed that the commitment to a stronger and future-oriented
partnership between India and Vietnam remains steadfast.

Prime Minister Modi also interacted with World Trade Organization
Director-General Dr. Ngozi Okonjo-Iweala and World Health Organization
Chief Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus.

Before the start of the first session of the Summit, PM Modi also
interacted with various other leaders, including Italian Prime Minister
Giorgia Meloni.

Earlier, upon reaching the G20 Summit venue in Johannesburg, Prime
Minister Modi thanked South African President Cyril Ramaphosa for the

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ACITI-PARTNERSHIP

India, Australia and Canada have announced a new trilateral
framework— the Australia-Canada-India Technology and Innovation
(ACITTI) Partnership to enhance cooperation in critical and emerging
technologies. The announcement came following a meeting between Prime
Minister Narendra Modi, Australian Prime Minister Anthony Albanese, and
Canadian Prime Minister Mark Carney on the sidelines of the G20 Summit
in Johannesburg yesterday. In a social media post, Prime Minister Modi
stated that the partnership will help expand cooperation across key
technology and innovation domains.

The joint initiative seeks to strengthen collaboration in sectors
including clean energy, diversified and resilient supply chains, particularly
in critical minerals. The three sides will also explore ways to accelerate the
development and mass adoption of artificial intelligence to improve the



lives of their citizens.

According to a joint statement by the three governments, the ACITI
Partnership will draw on the technological and industrial strengths of each
country while supporting shared objectives for a secure and sustainable
future. ACITI aims to advance shared goals on the path to net-zero
emissions, support diversification of global supply chains, and promote a
secure, sustainable, and resilient technological ecosystem.

Officials from the three nations will meet in the first quarter of 2026
to take the initiative forward.

The launch of ACITI also aligns with India’s broader push toward
global technology partnerships and strengthening supply-chain security
through multilateral frameworks at the G20 platform. <><><>
