NEW LAL QUILA CAR BLAST

A powerful car blast occurred near Lal Quila Metro Station in New Delhi
this evening. Talking to media, Delhi Police Commissioner Satish
Golcha said at around 6.52 PM, a slow-moving vehicle stopped at
the red light and an explosion happened in that vehicle. He added
that due to the explosion ,nearby vehicles were also damaged. The
Police Commissioner informed that some people have died, and
some have been injured in the incident.

Talking to Akashvani News, Delhi Fire Service said that they received a call
about the incident at around 6:55 PM. It said that seven fire tenders were
dispatched to the scene to control the blaze. They added that one or two

nearby cars also caught fire as a result of the explosion.
Talking to media, Deputy Chief Fire Officer AK Malik said that they got



the information about the blast in a car near Chandni Chowk Metro Station
and seven units were sent to the spot. He added that at 7:29 PM, the fire was
brought under control and the teams are present at the spot. Senior Delhi
police officials have also reached the site. Meanwhile, quoting sources,
news agency ANI said that multiple casualties have been brought
to the Lok Nayak Jai Prakash (LNJP) hospital after the explosion.
Several injured were also rushed to the Hospital.

REV AMIT SHAH - BLAST

Home Minister Amit Shah visited the Lok Nayak Jai Prakash
hospital in New Delhi following the car blast near Red Fort metro
station. Talking to media, Mr Shah informed that according to the
hospital sources, eight people have died in the incident, and some
people are injured who are getting treated in the hospital. The
Home Minister said that an investigation is being conducted over
the incident. Mr Shah said that he received a call from Prime
Minister Narendra Modi immediately after the blast. He informed
that a meeting will be held with the senior officials at the Home
Ministry tomorrow.

Earlier speaking to media, Mr Shah stated that Centre is exploring
all possibilities and will conduct a thorough investigation into the blast.
Talking to media, Mr Shah said all options will be investigated immediately
and the results will be presented to the public. He informed that the blast
occurred in a Hyundai i20 car at a traffic signal near Red Fort in Delhi. He
informed that preliminary reports indicate that some people have lost their
lives. Mr Shah said that within 10 minutes of receiving the information of the
blast, teams from the Delhi Crime Branch and Delhi Special Branch reached
the spot. The NSG and NIA teams, along with the forensic team, have begun
a thorough investigation. Orders have been given to examine all nearby CCTV
cameras. Mr Shah said that he also spoke to the Delhi Commissioner of Police
and the Special Branch in-charge, who are present at the spot.

ISSF WORLD SHOOTING C'SHIP

In shooting, Samrat Rana clinched the men’s 10-meter air pistol gold at
the ISSF World Championship in Cairo yesterday, becoming the first Indian to
win an individual air pistol world title.

Rana won the men’s 10 meter air pistol gold with a score of 243.7,
edging out China’s Hu Kai by just 0.4 points. His compatriot Varun Tomar
claimed bronze, completing a double podium for India. Earlier, both shooters
topped the qualification round with 586 points each.

Rana also helped India clinch the men’s 10 meter air pistol team gold,
alongside Varun Tomar and Sharvan Kumar.

22-year-old Rana became only the fifth Indian shooter to win a world
title in an Olympic event, joining the elite list of Abhinav Bindra, Rudrankksh
Patil, Tejaswini Sawant, and the mixed team pair of Shiva Narwal and Esha
Singh.

Meanwhile, two-time Olympic medallist Manu Bhaker missed out on an
individual medal but won women'’s team silver with Esha Singh and Suruchi
Singh.

With yesterday’s four medals, India’s tally at the Cairo Championships
rises to nine, three gold, three silver, and three bronze, second only to
China’s 12.
